RESOLUTION NO. 97.56  -  A motion was made to amend the amount of the requested budget from $94,081,946, to $93,932,066.  The motion to amend carried unanimously.

RESOLUTION NO. 97.56 was duly moved, seconded and passed, as amended, by a vote of 8 in favor, none opposed, with Trustee Foley abstaining.

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College is required to submit its Operating Budget request for the 1997-1998 fiscal year to the County Executive’s office by April 15, 1997, and

WHEREAS, the Board engaged the services of a consulting firm to analyze the organizational structure of the College and received its report on February 27, 1997, and

WHEREAS, the consulting firm has recommended changes to the overall approach to the management of the College, but has indicated that necessary changes to the administration and staff may not result in cost savings, and

WHEREAS, the Board is receiving comments from interested constituencies and is actively engaged in discussions on the implementation of the consultant’s recommendations, and

WHEREAS, the College has developed its Operating Budget Request for 1997-1998, and

WHEREAS, the President recommends the College request a budget of $93,932,066, and

WHEREAS, the budget request assumes in its revenue projection that tuition and County sponsor contribution will increase by equivalent percentages (3.11%), and

WHEREAS, the status of the State’s commitment of basic state aid, per full-time equivalent student, which might affect the College’s revenue projections, is undetermined 

and the County Executive has directed the College to develop its budget based on the 

level of state aid in the Governor’s recommended budget, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees approve an Operating Budget Request for fiscal year 1997-1998 of $93,932,066, and be it further

RESOLVED, that, upon adoption of the State’s aid to community colleges, the Board shall reconsider its recommendation to the County on revenue from tuition and sponsor contribution, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board has committed to acting on the consultant’s recommendations and will inform the County Executive promptly upon taking such action.

RESOLUTION NO. 97.57 was duly moved, seconded, and passed by a vote of 8 in favor, none opposed, with Trustee Foley abstaining.
