President’s Report

President La Lima thanked S. C. Legislators Holst, Carpenter and Postal for attending today’s Board meeting.

Mr. La Lima advised the Board members that, in compliance with their request, the President’s Reorganizational Report has been distributed today with the Board folders.  

The president indicated that final administrative appointments, related to the reorganization, were made at today’s meeting, and there is one remaining vacancy in human resources.  A complete set of organizational charts has been included with the president’s report.

The president announced that the College’s Dietetic Technician Program at the Eastern Campus received a ten-year accreditation.  Congratulations to all!

Mr. La Lima indicated that the Eastern Campus hosted a “Middle School Jump Start” program, focusing on science and math for children from the Riverhead schools this summer.  The results were very successful and the Eastern Campus hopes to host this event again next summer.

President La Lima announced that the Eastern Campus greenhouse is virtually completed.  All that remains to be done is the sign and some finishing touches to the entrance.  Trustee Zummo expressed his pleasure with this news.

The president apprised the trustees of the Annual Harvest Festival which will be held at the Eastern Campus on Sunday, September 20th, which will feature products grown on Long Island.  

President La Lima advised the trustees that on Wednesday, August 19th , the Western Campus hosted a debate among four democratic gubernatorial candidates.  Trustee LeBow extended a welcome on behalf of the Board members and the College to the audience which numbered over 200.  Mr. La Lima and Trustee LeBow complimented Vice President Eric Ricioppo and Executive Dean Joanne Braxton for their fine work in making the arrangements for this event.  

In addition to the gubernatorial debate, the president reported that the Western Campus recently hosted the Brentwood Fire Department’s 100th anniversary festival and also provided facility space for in-service training for the Long Island “Headstart” staff.
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With regard to the progress of the multi-use facility at the Western Campus, the president reported that the foundations have been poured for most of the building and that the steel should arrive by the end of August.  Funding for the Health Technology wing, in the amount of $8 million, has been fully approved.

President La Lima advised the Board members that Sullivan County Community College has been running ads on local Long Island radio stations to recruit students.  He will send a letter to Chancellor Ryan expressing his objection to this kind of advertising which competes directly with SCCC’s programs and adds to the County’s chargeback burden.

Mr. La Lima reported that he was extremely impressed with an SBPLI (School/Business Partnerships on Long Island) event he recently attended entitled, “FIRST” (For Inspiration and Recognition of Science and Technology) Robotics Competition.  As a means to motivate students back into science and mathematics, robots are designed by students, teachers, corporate engineers and other corporate professionals, to compete in hi-tech sporting events.  The president is considering that Suffolk Community College be host site for the first annual competition here on Long Island.

Trustee Foley requested an analysis of the impact of the multi-purpose facility at the Western Campus in the years to come.  President La Lima indicated that he is putting together an ad hoc committee to begin planning on how to manage and use this building with regard to booking outside events, etc.  Trustee Hollander has volunteered to serve on this committee.

Trustee Foley queried the president on the matter of flex time.  Mr. La Lima responded that the County director of labor relations has indicated that there have been too many problems with the flex time program, and he will not negotiate any further such arrangements.  We would have to work within the existing agreement with AME.  That provides virtually no real “flex time” opportunities.
