President’s Report
President La Lima reported that he received a letter from Deputy to the Chancellor Bob Brown stating that Suffolk Community College will be recommended for inclusion in the proposed Spring bond sale.  It is expected that the College will receive $10,000,000 – $11,000,000.

The president apprised the Board members that Dominick Riemma, a retired Accounting professor, has donated 300 shares of Intel stock to the Foundation, at a market value of $25,000, to be used for scholarships to students taking courses in Business.  Mr. Riemma has also indicated that he plans to provide a much larger donation and/or bequest in the future.  Vice Chair Charles Lauer inquired if the College will put this stock in the hands  

of a financial advisor.  The president responded that this donation will be held with the college’s other investments.  

President La Lima reported on a recently proposed bill by Suffolk County Legislator Steve Levy (I.R. 1518-99, “Offering a Credited Course on Tolerance, Business, Ethics and Courtesy.” At the present time, this bill has been tabled in the Economic Development and Education Committee.  Legislator Levy’s bill originally asked the College’s Board of Trustees to offer the course for credit at half price as a precondition to implementation of the 1999-2000 community college operating budget.  The President apprised the Board that the College course, CS15, (also known as Freshmen Seminar), includes in its curriculum a detailed unit on this issue. The questions of tuition differential--how would this apply to full-time tuition; and, what are the State’s regulations are problematic.  Follow up will be made.

With regard to future course recommendations, Trustee Michael Hollander made a motion that the College acknowledge with appreciation the requests of the County Legislature; that requests for courses, or other items, by the Legislature, be researched by the College and be forwarded to the Board of Trustees for consideration.  Motion was seconded by Trustee Sacca and passed unanimously.

President La Lima read a letter from County Executive Robert Gaffney thanking Executive Dean Pryputniewicz and his staff at the Ammerman Campus for their assistance in making his inaugural ceremony a great success.  

The President announced that 24 students participated in the Irene Ryan Acting Competition at the Kennedy Center/American College Theatre Region II Festival where

50 colleges and universities were in attendance.  Three students were sent on to the semifinals and two went on to the finals.  A total of only 16 students went on to the national competition (each region sends two students) and Suffolk’s James Beneduce was chosen one of the two from Region II.  President La Lima congratulated all those who participated and assisted.

President La Lima also apprised the Trustees that he received a letter from Dr. Robert S. Christen, President of Suffolk Zone (New York Association for Health, Physical Education, Recreation and Dance), regarding its annual conference which was held at the Ammerman Campus on January 21.  Dr. Christen included letters relating to members of the College’s professional teaching staff, acknowledging their contributions in 

strengthening the instructional physical education programs within the district and throughout the County.  Those applauded for their efforts were: Art DelDuca, Carol Powers, and Angeal Orefice. 

President La Lima read highlights from a letter that was sent to him by a returning adult student at the Western Campus, Thomas R. Kenney, complimenting the College and, in particular, Adjunct Instructor Doris Esposito, for providing him with such a positive academic experience.

The President regretfully announced the sudden death of Andrew Bernhard, a 39-year old maintenance worker at the Western Campus.

President La Lima apprised the Board that he has received a draft from the Hay Management Corporation on the Exempt Salary Study and its recommendations.  The final report will be forthcoming and the President will forward this information on to the Trustees as soon as it is received.  Preliminary information indicates that our exempt management salaries are in the bottom 10% nationally.

The President indicated that he recently sent a letter to Senator Ken LaValle seeking his advice and opinion on the issue of using some of the property at the Western Campus for a Museum of the Universe.  A presentation was previously made to the Trustees at a Board meeting on October 28, 1999 by individuals from the Museum.  President La Lima will report back to the Board on the Senator’s response.

A packet of information, provided by the group from Canine Companions for Independence (which also made a presentation to the Board on October 28, 1999), was distributed to the Trustees for their review.

At the conclusion of the President’s Report, Vice Chair Charles Lauer announced that Trustee Walter Hazlitt has been selected to replace former Trustee Susan LeBow on the College’s Foundation Board.

Returning to the issue of the bond sale, Trustee Michael Hollander suggested that the College prepare a form letter that could be sent from the Trustees to all  State officials, prioritizing the items which are needed, and strongly urging their support of this funding.

Trustee Vicki Wacksman requested a follow-up on the programs at the Economic Development Corporate Training center.

RESOLUTION  NO. 2000.50  REQUESTING AUTHORIZATION TO USE FUND BALANCE MONIES FOR THE CONSTRUCTION OF A RUNNING TRACK AT THE AMMERMAN CAMPUS

WHEREAS, the construction of an outdoor running track at the Ammerman Campus has been approved as a Year 20003 Capital Project by both the State and the County, and

WHEREAS, it is desirable to have a running track at the earliest possible time for the educational program, the athletic program and the marketing of the College to prospetive students, and

WHEREAS, the College fund balance can provide an expeditious means for accelerating the construction of said running track, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that County authorization to transfer $300,000 from the College fund balance to its Operating Budget for the purpose of constructing an outdoor running track be requested, and be it further

RESOLUTION NO. 2000.51  AUTHORIZING THE NAMING OF THE MULTI-PURPOSE HEALTH TECHNOLOGY BUILDING AT THE WESTERN CAMPUS

WHEREAS, the College will be opening the new multi-purpose/health technologies building at the Western Campus for the Fall 2000 semester, and

WHEREAS, this facility will be the largest and, likely, the most prominent community college building in the SUNY system, and

WHEREAS, the facility should be identified by a name associated with the growth of Suffolk County and the development of the Western Campus, and

WHEREAS, the late Michael T. Grant was a long-time resident of the hamlet of Brentwood and an active community leader, and

WHEREAS, Michael T. Grant was elected to the Suffolk County Legislature and, during his term of service extending from 1970 through 1981, was elected to serve as its presiding officer, serving in that capacity from January 1972 through December 1975 with distinction, and

WHEREAS, Michael T. Grant was instrumental in selecting and acquiring the site at which the Western Campus is now situated, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the new multi-use/health technologies building at the College Western Campus bear a name which recognizes the contributions of Michael T. Grant, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees is pleased to be able to honor the memory of Michael T. Grant for his dedicated public service and his contributions to the establishment of the Western Campus
