President’s Report
President La Lima informed the trustees that he and Vice President Ricioppo, along with six Suffolk students attended Community College Day in Albany on February 1st.  Four of the six students were present and introduced to the Board:  Lori Butler (West), Michael Clarke (West), Matthew Koeppen (East), and Jennifer DiTommaso (Ammerman).  The two other students who could not make today’s meeting were Melissa Bilz and Linda Bealey.   The purpose of the visit was to lobby as many legislators as possible for their support of funding for the community colleges in the forthcoming budget.  The students expressed their appreciation and gratitude to the administration for providing this opportunity.

The president responded to the following questions which had been raised by individual Board members at the February meeting:

1.
Trustee Wacksman had asked how many students were enrolled in 
the Dehli 
College golf management curriculum.

Answer:  30 students/year.

2.
Trustee LeBow had asked which other schools offer golf curriulum programs.

Answer:  While Dehli offers only the A.A.S. degree program, Cobleskill offers both an 


A.A.S. and B.O.T. degree programs. 

3.
Trustee Foley had asked why we (the college) advertise for civil service positions.

Answer: We only advertise when no list is available from County Civil Service, so that we 


can find candidates for provisional appointments.

4.
Trustee Foley had asked why not bid the printing of schedules and use Suffolk Life 
for distribution only.
Answer:  An earlier review of this approach showed this to be more costly than the 


current arrangement as well as our previous direct mail system; further, we 


would lose the free advance publicity of forthcoming course schedules 


which Suffolk Life now provides.

5.
Trustee LeBow had requested that some student art work be placed on the walls in the Alumni Room.

Answer:  Executive Dean Pevey is currently working on this; security and insurance are 


problems that have to be worked out.  Nevertheless, we hope to have 


some art work for the next meeting and look beyond this to permanent 


improvements in this room.

President La Lima apprised the Board members that FTE enrollment at the College is up approximately 1%; the Western Campus is up 3%; the Eastern Campus is up 6%, but the Ammerman Campus, is down 1%.  In addition, there has been a significant 300+ enrollment increase in the English as a Second Language program (ESL) to over 1,700 this Spring.

Mr. La Lima informed the trustees that the College recently signed an agreement with Computer Associates and has partnering discussions going on with other companies such as Symbol Technologies, Cisco Systems, et. al.   SCCC will be a site for teaching Computer Associate software to students who choose that option in one of our computer-based curricula.  This should lead to good paying jobs for our students, in addition to enhancing the image of the College.

The president advised the Board of the State’s capital projects bonding problem.  Basically, SCCC was on “hold” to at least the October 1999 bond issue.  However, we have been successful in our lobbying efforts for 4 million dollars of current bonding for the completion of the multi-use building. The president believes that it might be appropriate to ask the County to advance funding for some necessary health and safety projects which were not included in the State’s current bond issue. There are some critical needs.

At this point, the president introduced Legislator Brian Foley who reported that, at a meeting of the Suffolk County Legislature on Tuesday, February 9th, the legislature overrode the County Executive’s veto to pierce the cap on the College president’s salary.  However, at the same meeting, six capital projects were removed from the agenda.  Legislator Foley suggested that representatives of the College, including Board members, the County Executive’s office, and the Comptroller attend a meeting of the Education Committee on Wednesday, February 17th and that administrative representatives provide a  comprehensive briefing on the capital program and be prepared to answer questions from legislators.

The president thanked Legislator Foley and returned to the report of the president, Mr. La Lima informed the Board that County Executive Gaffney held a “Black History Month” program at the Western Campus, and that Legislator Rick Lazio will also be on that campus on February 21st with another program relating to “Black History Month.”

The president announced that the Western Campus Suffolk Kids’ Cottage will be celebrating its 10th anniversary with a celebration on March 5th at 1:00 p.m.  Board members are cordially invited to attend.

Mr. La Lima apprised the trustees that Carol Baldwin will be speaking in the Sagtikos Theatre at the Western Campus on March 3 at 11:00 a.m., as part of “Women’s History Month.”  According to a recent College press release, “Ms. Baldwin has dedicated her life to finding a cure for breast cancer and is herself a survivor of the disease.” Ms. Baldwin will also be one of the honorees at the upcoming Foundation gala at Oheka Castle on Friday, February 26th.

In response to a previous request by Trustee Richard Zummo, the president informed the trustees that a temporary sign displaying the name of the College has been posted at the Nicoll’s Road entrance to the Ammerman Campus.  Permanent signage will be developed as part of a major redesign of that entrance.  Signage will also be provided at the College Road entrance.

A motion was made by Trustee Hollander and seconded by Trustee Sacca to direct the president to send a letter to the Governor requesting that the State’s share of our bond funding be included in the impending bond issue.  Motion passed unanimously.  (Note:  the president has since done this and sent copies to all Board of Trustees members.)

A motion was made by Trustee Hollander, seconded by Trustee Sacca and passed unanimously to adopt Resolution No. 99.30 as follows:

WHEREAS, several roofs at the College have developed leaks and action should be taken promptly to correct these problems before further damage occurs to the building interiors, and

WHEREAS, sufficient funds exist within the College’s fund balance as of August 31, 1998, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the County Executive and the County Legislature be requested to appropriate the amount of $200,000 from the College’s fund balance to permit the repair and/or replacement of roofs at the Ammerman Campus.
