Chairperson’s Report

· Michael Hollander advised the Board of the schedule for the Presidential Search Committee 5/5-5/9/03.
· Legislator Brian Foley advised the Board that the Health, Education & Youth Committee of the Legislature is now combined, with him as Chair, and that Legislator Vivian Fisher, former Chair of the Education committee, is on the committee as well.  He also advised the Board that a sense resolution was passed at the last committee meeting expressing complete opposition to Governor Pataki’s budget for higher education.  
· Michael Hollander advised the Board there will probably be two additional meetings in reference to the Budget.  There will be a discussion of the budget at the March meeting involving the rate of student tuition, hiring of faculty, availability of classrooms, county contribution and utilization.  The vote for the budget occurs at the April Board of Trustees Meeting.
· Michael Hollander requested that letters be sent to appropriate governmental officials in reference to capital issues.  Russell Ainbinder suggested that we contact student government on West and East and get them to send supporting documentation.

· Michael Hollander requested that Jan Moore and Charles Stein get together to resolve difference on the amount of the fund balance.  Resolve no later than February 24.

· Michael Hollander requested that the administration include in the resolve clause on awarding RFPs that the Board was provided with 60 days notice prior to the vote.  The Board will indicate at the time it receives the 60 days notice if it will do a subsequent review.
· Ed Matthews, Director of Sports & Exhibition Center, reviewed restrictions on the unimproved field.  Mr. Hollander requested that a resolution be written delegating for the president authority to approve the use of this field and the baseball field.
· Trustee Walter Hazlitt complimented both basketball teams.

Vice President Charles Stein advised we are facing enormous burdens next year from increased pension costs that will be in the multi million dollar proportions, increased health insurance costs also in the multi million dollar proportions, and increases in salary as per the collective bargaining agreements.

· Adopted motion to approve “Classroom Seat Utilization” policy. 
· Adopted Sabbatical Leaves Policy. 
· President La Lima will re-draft the policy for Exempt Management Personnel Professional Development Leave.
· Fritzi Rohl distributed revised copies “Vacant Line Form Procedures – Faculty and Guild Positions.”  Dr. Canniff described the make-up and representations of the committees involved in the hiring process.  Vacant Line Procedures was accepted as Board Policy. 
· Nepotism Policy – Fritzi Rohl will work on the disclosure form and the policy will be revised to require disclosure.

· Adoption of Policy Decisions Made by the Board of Trustees (A.l) affirmed by Board.

· Bylaws – Steve Schrier will identify the issues in preparation for a major revision.

· Verbatim Minutes (A.3) affirmed.
· Eric Ricioppo gave presentation on marketing the college.

· Michael Hollander requested that press releases be sent to Board members, as well as a copy of the commercial and ad.

· Steve Schrier gave presentation on naming rights RFP for Health, Sports & Education Center.  Kevin Law will work with Steve Schrier and come back with draft.
