Chair Slacke introduced Suffolk County Commissioner of Parks, Recreation and Conservation Michael Frank.  Mr. Frank asked the Board members for their consideration of utilizing 60 acres, adjacent to the Ammerman Campus, for a County-managed and privately-funded public golf course.  In conjunction with this proposal, Commissioner Frank indicated that the College might be interested in developing a program in landscaping technology and distributed information on a Landscape Contracting Technology course currently being offered at Delhi College.  Trustee John Foley requested that Commissioner Frank provide the Board members with a prospectus for this project.  No decision was made by the Trustees at this meeting.

Chair Slacke introduced Executive Director of the Foundation Ray Teed who presented a plaque to Trustee Michael Sacca in honor of being named to the 1998 SUNY Alumni Honor Roll.  Mr. Sacca graduated from SCCC in 1972.

President’s Report

President La Lima informed the Board that the College hosted approximately 1,000 high school students through its participation in the annual competition of Distributive Education Clubs of America (DECA).  These students represented most of the high schools in Suffolk County.  The program not only serves these young students and their school districts, but also serves as a marketing tool for the College. Professor Alan Shields of the Business Administration program at the Ammerman Campus was commended for his work with this organization.

Mr. La Lima announced that the Nursing program at the Western Campus has been given reaccreditation for an eight-year period by the National League for Nursing.

Congratulations to the faculty and administrators for their outstanding work in this important undertaking.

The president distributed copies of a draft letter to Governor Pataki in support of the budget recommendations made by the SUNY trustees for community colleges, and requested the Board members to send it, or a similar letter, in support of this requested 8+% increase in community college funding.  This would include a $150 increase in FTE funding, along with a number of other smaller and special area increases.  

President La Lima apprised the Board members that he has called upon Senator Kenneth LaValle to intervene in a potential snag in the bonding of the Health Technology wing of the Multi-Use Facility at the Western Campus.  Mr. La Lima indicated that the Governor’s budget office somehow excluded the College’s capital projects (which were previously approved in the budget) from an upcoming bond issue.  This could have both financial and operational consequences, since the remaining two-thirds of the building would have to be sealed off until work could be resumed (this could be a year or possibly longer). The costs would be significant; and, further, other planned projects at the Ammerman Campus would most likely have to be delayed or rescheduled, depending upon the availability of sufficient County funding to do part of some of these projects.  The president indicated that he is awaiting further word from Senator LaValle.  Ms. Jan Moore of the County Executive’s office provided copies of a letter from Mr. Gaffney to Mr. Robert L. King, Director of the Division of Budget at the State Capital, in support of this project being included in the March 1999 bond sale.

President La Lima commended the Board on last month’s productive Retreat, and indicated that he will be sending out a summary of items with which he was involved and identify any appropriate action, where necessary.

Mr. La Lima apprised the Trustees that he and College Chief Financial Officer Charles Stein recently met with Police Commissioner John Gallagher and his financial officer, Ed Weber, to discuss financial issues related to the operating costs of the Multi-Use Facility at the Western Campus (which will house the new Police Academy).  The president indicated that the meeting was most productive and believes that there is an agreement in principle as to how cost allocations will be made.

The president informed the Board that SUNY Chancellor John Ryan has announced his retirement in the year 2000, and expressed his admiration of the Chancellor for the stability he has brought to the SUNY system and for the unprecedented support he has given to community colleges.
