RESOLUTION NO. 98.34 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, College administrators are compensated either on the Guild salary schedule, the management salary plan or the A.M.E. salary plan, depending on their status as managerial-confidential or their status as competitive/non-competitive, and

WHEREAS, the Guild salary schedule is structured using a faculty step, which is based on years of service on the faculty, plus a stipend which reflects the level of responsibility and length of work year, and

WHEREAS, the management salary plan is established by the County of Suffolk for all county management confidential employees and does not currently allow for annual salary increments, and

WHEREAS, the A.M.E. salary schedule is based on the level of responsibility and provides for annual increments, and

WHEREAS, there are situations in the College in which managerial-confidential employees supervise A.M.E. or Guild administrators,  and situations in which Guild administrators supervise A.M.E. employees, and other situations in which A.M.E. employees supervise Guild administrators, and

WHEREAS, these varied salary schedules are uncoordinated, result in salary inequities, and are not appropriately reflective of the length of service and/or level of preparation and responsibility, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the College president be authorized to work with appropriate County officials to develop a salary plan for recommendation to the Board that will result in salaries determined by level of responsibility, education, experience and the market place, with all salary schedules integrated to ensure horizontal and longitudinal equity across the management structure of the College.

Trustee John Foley shared a fact sheet from State University of New York regarding funding and requested that this information be entered into the minutes of this meeting.  (see attached)

President’s Report
President La Lima introduced Charles Stein, the new interim chief financial officer of the College, to the Board members and indicated that he is looking forward to working with him.

Mr. La Lima advised the trustees that the 14th Mentathlon: A Competition for the Mind, was held at the Eastern Campus on January 13th and 20th.  Eleven high schools competed in quick recall and also in seven disciplines.   East Hampton High School placed first in both categories.

The president informed the board that an Ag (agricultural) Forum, co-sponsored by the Cornell Cooperative Extension, was held at the Eastern Campus on January 15th and 16th.  The forum  offered sessions on floriculture, viticulture, pesticides, composting and more.  In addition, the L.I. Fisherman’s Forum was scheduled for January 23.  These forums were opened to the public; and, along with the Mentathlon, generated excellent public relations for the College.

President La Lima advised the board that the bid opening for the Multi-Purpose/Health Technology Building at the Western Campus is scheduled for February 4th.  A ground-breaking ceremony will likely be scheduled for early to mid-March.

Mr. La Lima apprised the board that on January 20th the College was host to County Executive Robert Gaffney and members of his staff, along with several College staff members, to hear Governor George Pataki’s “State of the State” address over the College’s video satellite system.  Members of the press, including WALK, Channels 12 and 55 were present and, following the address, interviewed Mr. Gaffney and Mr. La Lima regarding the governor’s budget for education.  The president indicated that the College is awaiting more written details on the actual impact on community colleges; however, overall support for education seemed very strong, especially capital funding.  At this time, we are not sure of the actual amount community colleges will receive, although it does appear that full-time equivalent base aid may not be increased in this budget proposal and will have to await legislative action.  Mr. La Lima will continue to update the board members when more data becomes available.

Mr. La Lima announced to the trustees that the Association of Community College Trustees (ACCT) is offering two live, interactive videoconferences for community

college trustees, which will be taped for in-house use.  The first videoconference, “Policy Issues Surrounding Distance Learning,” will be shown on February 5th, and the second, “Board/CEO Relations,” on May 6th.  These tapes are offered in cooperation with the Texas Association of Community Colleges and in association with STARLINK.  The president indicated that the tapes will be used for staff and faculty workshops at the College.

President La Lima announced that he, Trustees Slacke, and Lebow, Legislator Angie Carpenter and College students and staff members will be traveling to Albany on February 1st and 2nd to attend SUNY Community College Day. During these two days, lobbying efforts for increased community college funding will take place with state legislators.
