A motion was made, seconded and carried unanimously to take from the table Resolution No. 97.100.

WHEREAS, the College Board of Trustees acknowledges the critical role of the Foundation and the Office of Alumni Affairs in carrying out the mission of the College, and 

WHEREAS, the Foundation was established for the benefit of the College to serve as a means of organizing and effectuating the College development program, and

WHEREAS, the Foundation provides an organization for alumni which engages in activities and services of an educational, social, cultural and recreational nature, which programs directly benefit alumni of the College, and

WHEREAS, the duties of the Foundation Executive Director include various responsibilities as directed by the College President, including organizing programs and activities designed to enhance the relationship of the College with the community, and the oversight of the operations of the Alumni Association, and

WHEREAS, the College Board of Trustees has determined that funding for the Foundation, through the use of College facilities and personnel,  is necessary and appropriate for the effective operation of the College, and

WHEREAS, the State University of New York recommends the funding of Foundation personnel and operational expenses through the College budget, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the College shall continue to reimburse the Foundation for fifty percent (50%) of the Executive Director’s salary, exclusive of any bonus or fringe benefits, effective September 1, 1997, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Foundation shall submit to the College a financial statement of all funds received and disbursed, along with a report by an independent C.P.A. firm, within four months following the end of its fiscal year, and be it further

RESOLVED, that in the event Foundation funds are to be expended on College property, using College employees or equipment or under such circumstances as will require reciprocal or collateral College involvement and financial obligation, the prior approval of the President of the College or his/her designee shall be secured, and be it further  

RESOLVED, that the College shall make available to the Foundation the services of such personnel as the President of the College may, from time to time, designate, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the President of the College, or his/her designee, may, from time to time, allow or permit the Foundation to use College facilities, fields, spaces, telephones, postage meters, rooms, halls, lobbies, or other areas or services, to operate activities or render services contemplated by this resolution which are not explicitly enumerated herein, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the College will assess and collect from each graduating student an alumni membership fee which shall be transferred by the College to the Foundation, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Chairman of the Board of Trustees is hereby authorized to enter into an agreement with the Suffolk Community College Foundation, Inc., in accordance with the foregoing, and be it further

RESOLVED, that this agreement with the Foundation may be terminated by either party on August 31 of any year provided that written notice is given six months in advance.

President’s Report
Dr. Cooper announced to the Board that he has accepted the position of President at Three Rivers Community College in Poplar Bluffs, MO, effective August 15, 1997.  The President indicated that he is proud to have served the College and has enjoyed working with the Board and members of the College community. He leaves with very good feelings that many positive accomplishments were made during the past six years.

Trustee Hollander requested that the Board receive information on the cost savings of flex time by November 1997.

Mr. Hollander also requested that an additional contingency plan be made in the event that enrollment declines by 10%.  

President of the Guild of Administrative Officers Tom Breeden addressed the Board with the request that it not reorganize the exempt employees every year as it has had a demoralizing effect on the group.

Secretary Susan LeBow announced that she and Vice Chair Charles Lauer will be attending the annual fall conference of the Association of Boards of Trustees of Community Colleges (ABC), to be held in Saratoga Springs from September 19 - 21, 

1997.  Ms. LeBow indicated that she and Mr. Lauer would be happy to have any items the Trustees would like to see discussed at this conference.

A video of the College’s ad to boost enrollment was shown to the Board by Vice President for College and Community Relations Eric Ricioppo.  Mr. Ricioppo intends to “blitz” the airwaves with this 30-second TV spot, along with ads in Newsday and Suffolk Life.  He thanked Tom Breeden and Cablevision for help with this project, and informed the Trustees that all work has been done in-house for a cost savings to the College.  Mr. Ricioppo also distributed copies of the ads to all Board members.

Trustee LeBow requested  information regarding who is assigned to getting in touch with those students who do not plan to return to Suffolk County Community College this fall.  Trustee Zummo requested that information be provided to the Trustees as to the number 

of students who will not be returning.  Vice President for Student Affairs Michael Weissberg indicated that a report is currently being prepared by Tony Napoli, College Director of Institutional Research.  Each of the campus provosts will be asked to address this issue and to provide a report to the Trustees.

Trustee LeBow requested background information on proposed Resolution No. 97.128, which was tabled.

RESOLUTION NO. 97.131 APPROVING THE APPOINTMENT OF AN INTERIM PRESIDENT OF SUFFOLK COUNTY COMMUNITY COLLEGE

WHEREAS, the position of President of the College will be vacant effective upon the close of business August 15, 1997, and

WHEREAS, the College in its search for a permanent President is mandated by the Trustees of the State University of New York to have an individual so designated to serve

in an interim capacity until an individual has assumed the office of President of Suffolk County Community College, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees supports the recommendation of Salvatore LaLima for appointment to serve as Interim President for the period commencing August 16, 1997, up to and including January 31, 1998, and

WHEREAS, Salvatore LaLima and the Board of Trustees have agreed to the conditions of his employment, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that Salvatore LaLima be appointed and serve as Interim President of Suffolk County Community College, at a monthly salary of $8,500.08, contingent upon the exchange of letters indicating an offer and acceptance of the terms of the employment 

contract, with the caveat that the Trustees of the State University of New York approve said appointment.
