WHEREAS, capital project No. 2187 has been approved by Suffolk County and the State of New York for funding, and appropriated by the Suffolk County Legislature, and

WHEREAS, proposals for the design and construction supervision of CP 2187 have been solicited and reviewed by the College, be it therefore 

RESOLVED, that the consulting contract in the amount of $230,000 for the design of CP 2179 be awarded to Burrwood Engineering, and be it further  

RESOLVED, that the College president, or his designee, is authorized to execute the necessary documentation.

WHEREAS, the capital project No. 2109 has been approved by Suffolk County and the State of New York for funding, and appropriated by the Suffolk County Legislature, and

WHEREAS, the East Campus Sewage Treatment Plant has been upgraded as a component of capital project No. 2109, and 

WHEREAS, the upgraded treatment plant at the East Campus cannot meet permit limits without a methanol feed system, and

WHEREAS, a methanol feed system was not included in the original scope of work for the general contractor, and

WHEREAS, the change order provided by the general contractor for this new work was reviewed and approved by the project engineer, Gannett Fleming, and 

WHEREAS, as of June 2004, project change orders for Renovation/Rehabilitation Water Pollution Control Plants, CP 2109, are within budget, as shown in Attachment IV, and

WHEREAS, this change order exceeds $20,000, thus constituting a ‘major’ change order as defined by Board resolution, and

Charles Stein, Vice President of Business and Financial Affairs submitted a financial report for the current year to the Board and advised the Board that we are slightly under budget in terms of revenue, and on the expenditure side we are projecting approximately $500,000 to the good.
Mr. Hollander referred to the deferred maintenance list and suggested to Dr. Pippins that whatever we can get done between now and the end of the year, that we want to try and use that $540,000 towards taking care of concerns on the campuses and buildings.

Trustee George Kane requested information with respect to proposals for the downtown centers and George Gatta, Vice President for Workforce and Economic Development, updated the Board and advised that a recommendation will be forthcoming to the Board.
Trustee Jim Morgo requested information in reference to the action of the Legislature on the Capital budget.  Charles Stein, Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs referred to the memo that was sent out outlining what took place and, in addition to requests that we made, there was an additional item that was placed in the capital program by the Legislature - $50,000 for a feasibility study for dormitories (17 for and 1 against).
Trustee David Ochoa advised the Board that he had the pleasure of visiting the campuses, and had an opportunity to be briefed by almost every member of the leadership team.

Dr. Pippins advised the Board that she is officially at the end of her first academic year.  Dr. Pippins welcomed the chair of the Health and Education Committee, Legislator Lynne Nowick and thanked her for her support.  In addition, Dr. Pippins welcomed the two new governance chairs Barbara Ripel and Tina Good, and thanked them for being present.
Dr. Pippins advised the Board that we have identified a vision for the college and thanked the Board, the Unions, the County Legislature and Education Committee for their support and that she is proud to be President of Suffolk County Community College.  

Dr. Pippins submitted copies of the Issues List to the Board and advised if there were any concerns, that they could get back to her.  

In addition Dr. Pippins handed out a Compliance Report to the state fire inspections, and advised if there were any questions that they could call Charles Stein, Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs, and that we would be prepared to discuss this at the next Board meeting.

Dr. Pippins updated the Board on the visit from the Vice Chancellor’s office, gave a report on the 2004 commencement and planning for the next commencement, an update on the SUNY Presidents’ Annual Meeting, and apprised the Board of priorities for 2004-2009 developed through the Strategic Planning Council.
