RESOLUTION NO. 2003.92 APPROVING THE APPOINTMENT OF DR. SHIRLEY ROBINSON PIPPINS AS PRESIDENT OF SUFFOLK COUNTY COMMUNITY COLLEGE

WHEREAS, the Presidential Search Committee, with the assistance of Academic Search Consultation Services, recommended three final candidates to the Board of Trustees after a national search, and

WHEREAS, all of the finalists were interviewed by the Board of Trustees and each candidate visited the three campuses in order to give each campus constituency an opportunity to meet the respective candidates, and 

WHEREAS, the search consultant collected expressions of opinion and impressions from those who had an opportunity to meet the candidates and shared said opinions and impressions with the Board of Trustees which also heard directly from the College community, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that Dr. Shirley Robinson Pippins is hereby appointed president-designate, effective September 1, 2003 through October 31, 2003 and, be it further

RESOLVED, that by copy of this resolution, the SUNY Trustees are respectfully requested to confirm this appointment, and the SUNY Chancellor is requested to approve the title “president-designate” in the professional service and, be it further

RESOLVED, that upon confirmation of this appointment by the SUNY Trustees, the Chairperson of the College Board of Trustees shall be authorized to enter into a three year contract (providing for an annual salary of $178,000) with Dr. Pippins subject to such terms satisfactory to both parties and to set November 1, 2003 as the date for her transition to President of Suffolk County Community College.
