A discussion ensued on tabled resolution No. 97.224, regarding the replacement of a Director of Student Activities at the Ammerman Campus.  Guild president Thomas Breeden addressed the Board and indicated that this is an important position and requested that the Board give its consideration and approve the resolution to hire an individual. Trustee Foley made a motion that Resolution 97.224 be taken off the table; Vice Chair Lauer seconded the motion. Motion failed to pass.  

The president provided the Board members with an update on the progress of the Multi-Purpose Health Technology Building on the Western Campus and informed them that the bids for the building were opened by the Dormitory Authority.  Mr. Strahs-Lorenc met

with the appropriate parties in reviewing the qualifications of various bidders and he indicated that a list of contractors is provided in today’s Board’s packet.  A groundbreaking ceremony is tentatively set for April, with a minimum construction time of two years.

Trustee LeBow expressed appreciation for the new fiscal impact format provided with this meeting’s agenda.

Trustee Hollander requested that the Board receive copies of a recently approved financial format from chief financial officer Charles Stein.

A discussion on Board meeting dates ensued with Trustee Lauer requesting that all future regular meetings be held only at the Ammerman Campus.  The trustees unanimously agreed to this suggestion.

President’s Report
President La Lima announced that the College’s women’s basketball team defeated Nassau Community College to win the regional championship and will now be going on to the nationals.  Congratulations to the team members and Coach Kevin Foley.

The president reported that, through the efforts of vice presidents Ricioppo and Weissberg and Karleen Erhardt, the College won a “Best of Show” award for advertising and marketing in the 13th Annual Admissions Advertising Awards competition. SCCC also took first place in the two categories of “Publication/External” and “Television Advertising/Series” for schools with 10,000 or more students.  Mr. Ricioppo introduced four of the students who appeared in the commercials promoting the College.  Ms. Erhardt  acknowledged and expressed thanks to executive dean Wayne Pevey for his assistance with this achievement.

Mr. La Lima distributed a copy of an article from Suffolk Life Newspapers regarding the possibility of a viticulture program at the College’s Eastern Campus.  Meetings have recently taken place with representatives from the Cornell Cooperative Extension Service, the Long Island Farm Bureau, College officials and faculty, employees of Pindar

Vineyards, and the aide to Suffolk County Legislator Angie Carpenter regarding this topic.  Legislator Carpenter raised the question of the possibility of  having dormitories, particularly if this program attracts out-of-area students, and suggested that a task force be developed to discuss this subject.

President La Lima announced that Executive Dean Pevey requested that former president Albert Ammerman be invited as the keynote speaker at this year’s commencement exercises on the Ammerman Campus. President La Lima approved this request and expanded the idea to include former president Robert Kreiling who has also been invited to be the keynote speaker at the Western and Eastern Campuses.  Dr. Ammerman and Mr. Kreiling have both accepted Mr. La Lima’s invitation, and plans are underway to celebrate “homecoming week” in honor of these former presidents.  Trustee Lauer suggested that this might be an appropriate time to name one of  the College buildings in honor of Mr. Kreiling.  Mr. La Lima indicated that he has an appropriate building and location in mind but will discuss it further with the Board, along with an idea to somehow memorialize the name of John Saal, a former vice president for academic affairs.  Mr. La Lima will return to the Board with his recommendations at a future meeting.

President La Lima advised the trustees of his recent visit to Adelphi University where he attended a lecture by Mikhail Gorbachev, entitled “Russia and America in the Post-Cold War Era.”  Mr. La Lima indicated that he was proud to represent SCCC.

The president informed the trustees that the College’s recent fund-raiser event, “A Salute to Excellence,” held at the Oheka Castle in Huntington, was a great success and thanked Charlie Kelly and his staff for their fine work. 

Mr. La Lima advised the Board of Governor Pataki’s press conference to which he was invited, held at the Huntington Hilton, where the governor announced grants for new business incubators on L.I.  SCCC will receive $75,000 for a study and planning for such an incubator with a focus on computer technology, telecommunications and graphic design.  This could lead to a possible $2.5 million grant for a building to house the incubator.  Professor John Hamilton deserves a great deal of credit for this endeavor.  Legislator Angie Carpenter then suggested the reactivation of the Goals 2000 Committee to which the president concurred.

President La Lima congratulated Chair Sally Slacke on recently being inducted into the Women’s Hall of Fame.  This is a very distinguished honor and award.
