WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College has applied to participate in the Federal Work Study Program (FWSP) authorized under Part C of Title IV of the Higher 

Education Act of 1965 as amended by the Education Amendments of 1968, 1972, 1976, 1980, 1986, 1992, and

WHEREAS, the application has been approved in the amount of $495,172, and

WHEREAS, the federal regulations allow the sum of $50,000 or 10 percent of the allocation, whichever is less, to be set aside for the Job Locator & Development Program, and 

WHEREAS, this federal grant must be matched by 25 percent contribution, and

WHEREAS, an amount must be allocated for Community Service Employment/America Reads Project, and

WHEREAS, amendments to the law became effective in October 1986 allowing five percent administrative expense allowance based on total student expenditures for FWSP, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby accepts the total federal allotment of 1998-99 Federal Work Study Program in the amount of $495,172, and be it further

RESOLVED, that $49,517  be set aside for Job Locator Program, with the College matching contribution of 25 percent to be provided by in-kind contributions, and be it further

WHEREAS, the proposed program seeks to increase Suffolk County Community College’s institutional effectiveness and impact by implementing a unified effort to improve academic programs through outcome-oriented curricular reform; to increase student access to courses through distance learning classrooms; to promote student success  through expanded student support services; to improve management information through the development of an integrated information system; and to increase involvement of the College community through a unified governance structure, and

WHEREAS, a 26% match of the total program budget and 30% in-kind contribution has been included in the requested College operating budget for 1998 - 99, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that a grant proposal, in the amount of $349,950, for the U. S. Department of Education Strengthening Institutions Program (Title III) during the 1998-99 academic year, is hereby approved and, upon awarding of the grant, the College president or his designee is authorized to execute a contract with the administering agency.

WHEREAS, the Suffolk Community College Association, Inc., at the request of the College, contracted through the Walsdorf Insurance Agency, Inc. for insurance coverage administered by the Reliance National Insurance Company, and

WHEREAS, a renewal option at the same premium of $12.65 for full-time students and $11.65 for part-time students per semester is available, and

WHEREAS, the vice president for student affairs and the president recommend that the renewal option be exercised for the 1998-99 academic year, be it therefore

WHEREAS, the current budget meets the Board of Trustees funding request for the operating budget for State-operated campuses, and

WHEREAS, the $2 billion capital program has been approved for the State University, and

WHEREAS, the budget increases financial aid and scholarship programs, and

WHEREAS, the budget, despite these gains, does not address other critical needs of the University, most notably, increased base aid for the community colleges, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees supports the action by the Governor and the Legislature to provide the programmatic and capital support to the University as requested by the Board of Trustees, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees again requests an increase of $150.00 in the amount of per student base aid for the community colleges, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees requests the funding of the Chancellor’s Initiatives, 1998-99, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees requests the Chancellor and his staff to continue their vigorous work to obtain funding for these very critical proposals.”

President’s Report
The president announced that the “homecoming” activities planned for visits by former presidents Dr. Albert Ammerman and Robert Kreiling are underway and progressing nicely which include the dedication of the Robert T. Kreiling Hall on Friday, May 29th at 11:30 a.m. on the Ammerman Campus; a buffet/cocktail party on Saturday, May 30th at 3:30 p.m. at Flowerfield, St. James; graduation ceremonies on Sunday, May 31st, and a 
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golf outing on Monday, June 1st at St. George’s Golf and Country Club in Stony Brook.   A College-wide announcement has been sent out, as well as letters of invitation to present and former Trustees and county and state officials.

Mr. La Lima reported that the Paralegal program at the Ammerman and Western Campuses received a glowing exit report from the American Bar Asssociation site evaluator and accreditation should be reaffirmed shortly. The president congratulated Dr. Ron Feinberg and John Ammerman, attorneys/faculty members, who handled all the preparation for these site visits.

President La Lima was pleased to report that a College-wide Curriculum Committee has been finalized and will begin functioning by the start of the fall semester.  He thanked professors Art Lundahl, Nancy Hall, Marilyn Goodman, David Brenner and vice president Jim Canniff for their excellent work, and indicated that this was a challenging issue and should make Suffolk’s academic operations much more efficient.

In a similar area, the president was pleased to announce that the Nursing programs at the Western and Ammerman Campuses will be the same as of September.  Coordination will be on a regular arrangement.

Mr. La Lima announced that the ground-breaking ceremony for the Western Campus’s new Multi-Purpose Health Technology Facility was very successful.  Approximately 200 people attended the event and all were given SCCC memento mugs.  Construction on the building should begin on Monday, May 11th.

The president informed the Board members that Open House for the College was held on all three campuses on Saturday, May 2nd—300 attended the Ammerman Campus; 200 at the Western Campus; and 100 at the Eastern Campus.  On Saturday, May 9th, the College, along with the Suffolk County Department of Parks, will host “Celebrate Summer in Suffolk,” at the Western Campus.  Legislator Angie Carpenter provided the trustees with information on the activities planned for the day.  She indicated that this event should provide good exposure for the Western Campus and expressed her thanks to executive dean Joanne Braxton, associate professor Gary Campbell, and vice president for marketing and public affairs Eric Ricioppo for their cooperation with this event.

Mr. La Lima advised the Board that the College has received very positive publicity on the Incubator Grant.  He indicated that vice president for academic affairs, Jim Canniff,

executive director for economic development/corporate training Tom Junor, vice president for administrative and information services Steven Schrier, and professor John Hamilton attended a meeting with SUNY/Farmingdale with Ambassador Gargano (NYS IDC Chair) on this project and preliminary work on a $75,000 planning grant has begun.

The president acknowledged and thanked the Suffolk Community College Foundation for its generous donation of $1,000 to support the Eastern Campus Horticulture Field Day Program.

President La Lima announced that the expansion of the child care centers at the Ammerman and Western Campuses should be put out for bid later this month and construction completed by early fall 1998.

Mr. La Lima requested that the executive committee of the Board approve the bid awards, to be opened on May 11th, on the roof replacement for the Smithtown Science Building and the Islip Arts Building at the Ammerman Campus.  A motion was made, seconded and unanimously approved to accept the president’s request.

The president announced that three editors from the Ammerman Campus student publication, Compass, have received Newsday’s 1998 Excellence in School Journalism Awards.  The first place award for Excellence in News Writing was presented to Richard Rosentreter along with a second place award for Feature Writing; the first place award for 

Editorial/Commentary to Jarrett Fifield; and the first place award for Topography and Layout to Dan Barker.  The Compass editors won four awards out of six categories.  The Board congratulated the prize winners on this significant achievement.
