The meeting opened with the pledge of allegiance at 9:35 a.m.
* * * * * * * * * *
Charles K. Stein, Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs, presented employee recognition awards.  Each employee was introduced and individual praises were given along with a certificate and hearty thanks from the Trustees, the College administration and guests.

Carl Kirschner, College Dean of Students, acknowledged students who had received the Chancellor Awards and who were PTK All-USA Team members.  Each student was introduced and individual praises were given along with awards and photos.

The minutes of the April 20, 2006 Board of Trustees meeting were approved.

Acting Chair Hazlitt entertained a motion to go into executive session at 9:55 a.m.  The Board returned to public session at 10:45 a.m.     
* * * * * * * * * *                                

Joanne Braxton, Associate Vice President for Campus Affairs, provided an update of the College’s Strategic Plan, covering the years 2004 to 2009.  She explained that under Priority 8 of the Strategic Plan, the College developed a vision and mission statement that was now a guiding tool used for planning.  Further, the visioning pyramid also provides a means by which the College may identify its needs, leading to an appropriate institutional response.  AVP Braxton spoke about each individual priority and how they affect the Strategic Plan as a whole:

1. Priorities 1 and 2: Identify suitable locations and work with local, state and federal officials to secure funding for centers or downtown areas.  

2. Priority 3:  Assess and modify existing curricula policy to achieve goals and to meet the College’s standards of accountability, effectiveness and efficiency. 

3. Priority 4:  Enhance recruitment training programs and professional development initiatives.

4. Priority 5:  Care for facilities and resources and develop sufficient appropriate space to meet the needs of a growing student body.  

5. Priority 6:  Integrate electronic tools into the fabric of the College to enhance student learning and improve efficiency and effectiveness through teaching, training and the addition of library research classes.

6. Priority 7:  Design plans and develop the necessary resources to achieve college goals and objectives, such as the annual fund campaign.

7. Priority 8:  Develop a comprehensive institutional planning and operational structure, initiate faculty meetings by discipline across the campuses and develop the mission and visioning statement.

George Gatta, Vice President for Workforce and Economic Development, addressed the Board about a request from Long Island University (LIU) for a ground lease at the College’s Eastern Campus.  Vice President Gatta welcomed Associate Dean Jennifer Brown from LIU.  He discussed LIU’s interest in working with the College to maintain a presence at the east end of Suffolk County.  Vice President Gatta provided information on the proposed ground lease.  The ground lease would authorize LIU to use up to 12,000 square feet.  In addition, LIU would lease the existing modular building on that square footage (the former Montaukett building) directly from the owner, Resun Corporation.  The College had planned to dismantle and return the building to Resun.  LIU will pay the College $70,000 to the College the first year and the College would provide custodial services and security.  

In addition, Vice President Gatta commented that LIU was interested in working with the College to develop articulation agreements between the two institutions.  LIU is also interested in possibly leasing space from the College at its planned downtown Riverhead center.  

Trustee Kane asked if there were any problems with LIU faculty teaching at the Eastern Campus.  Faculty Association President Ellen Schuler-Mauk responded that the SCCC faculty members would continue teaching any SCCC courses.  Trustee McCarthy commented that this type of agreement is something evolving in education these days.  VP Gatta agreed and said the College has had some inquiries within the past 2 weeks from Stony Brook University, which expressed an interest in possibly being part of the College’s Sayville center.  
* * * * * * * * * *
Vice President Gatta next updated the Board about the plans to construct a permanent facility for heating ventilation, air-conditioning and refrigeration facility at the Grant Campus.  He referred to a letter he sent to the Trustees regarding objections raised by Jack Kennedy of the Nassau Suffolk Building Trades Council.  He informed the Board that at the recent meeting of the County Legislature’s Economic Development, Higher Education and Energy Committee, there was strong representation from the industry that hires union workers out of the College program, as the industry is desperately in need of this type of technician.  The College also has support from the Faculty Association, the Guild, the Association of Municipal Employees and Kevin Rooney of the Oil Heat Institute who has been providing scholarships each year for needy students and who equipped the temporary lab at the Grant Campus.  Vice President Gatta then asked for the Trustees support in the design of the facility.  

Trustee Ochoa expressed appreciation to VP Gatta for his update.  Trustee Mattace stated that the HVAC program is an excellent and beneficial one.  Dr. Pippins added that, like the College’s nursing program, the HVAC program is an automatic entry into middle class life.

Executive Director of Legal Affairs, Ilene Kreitzer, advised the Board as to some changes in the resolutions, including a revised budget transfer attachment, a change in date on a grant and the addition of one pink sheet resolution.  
Trustee McCarthy requested clarification on the payment of sponsor service.  Vice President Stein explained that the payments reflect a credit that has been given to the College by the County.  He stated that the College was working with the County Budget office and it was determined that the rates would be left the same but credits would be provided to the College.

WHEREAS, the State University of New York Regulation No. 602.7 requires the Suffolk County Community College Board of Trustees to review and approve all Sponsor provided services and their estimated value in advance of the service being rendered, and 

WHEREAS, the regulation also requires the approval of the payment of each Sponsor Service satisfactorily performed, and

WHEREAS, health insurance is considered a Sponsor service, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the health insurance payments to the County of Suffolk in the amounts of $509,206.08, $1,288,330.59, $1,288,801.39, $1,301,480.04, and $1,301,480.04 for the months of January, February, March, April, and May 2006 (Attachment II) are hereby approved by the Board of Trustees.

RESOLUTION NO. 2006.33      REQUESTING SUFFOLK COUNTY REIMBURSEMENT AS PER COUNTY RESOLUTION NO. 663-2000
WHEREAS, Suffolk County Resolution No. 663-2000 provided that Suffolk County Community College shall be entitled to an increased County contribution for any reduction in the number of residents who choose to attend a community college outside of Suffolk County, and

WHEREAS, the Suffolk County Comptroller was required to submit to the Clerk of the County Legislature an annual certification detailing the number of students who have attended SUNY community colleges outside of Suffolk County for the fiscal year ending August 31, 2005 and comparing this number to the number of students for the base year fiscal 1994/95, and

WHEREAS, the County Comptroller has certified that the number of students for fiscal year ending August 31, 2005 was 3,052 as compared to 3,230 for the base year of 1994/95, constituting a reduction of 178 fewer students attending community colleges outside of Suffolk, and

WHEREAS, County Resolution No. 663-2000 provides that the College is entitled to additional aid as verified by the County Comptroller, calculated at the rate of $200 per student via a duly enacted resolution of the County Legislature, and

WHEREAS, the College adopted budget for 2005-06 includes $31,600 as the anticipated amount to be paid to the College, and

WHEREAS, the actual amount to be paid to the College based on the certified number is $35,600 constituting a difference of $4,000 from what was included in the budget, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Suffolk County Community College Board of Trustees hereby requests a duly enacted resolution of the County Legislature, as required by County Resolution No. 663-2000, for the total payment to the College of $35,600.

RESOLUTION NO. 2006.34     ACCEPTING A FEDERAL SUPPLEMENTAL EDUCATIONAL OPPORTUNITY GRANT FOR 2006-2007

WHEREAS, 
Suffolk County Community College has applied to participate in the Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant (FSEOG) Program as authorized under Subpart 2, Part A of Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965, as amended by the Education Amendments of 1968, 1972, 1976, 1980, 1986, 1992 and 1998, and 

WHEREAS, the application has been approved in the amount of $785,096, and

WHEREAS, amendments to the law became effective in October 1986 allowing a five percent administrative expense allowance based on total expenditures for the FSEOG, be it therefore  

RESOLVED, that the 2006-2007 Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant in the amount of $785,096 be accepted, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant, in accordance with federal regulations on transfer, receive a supplemental sum of  $149,470 as a transfer of funds from the Federal Work Study Program, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant allotment be deposited in the appropriate accounts, after reducing that allotment with five percent of FSEOG expenditures as administrative expense being charged to the FSEOG account.

RESOLUTION NO.  2006.35      ACCEPTING A FEDERAL GRANT FOR THE 2006-2007 FEDERAL WORK STUDY PROGRAM

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College has applied to participate in the Federal Work Study Program (FWSP) authorized under Part C of Title IV of the Higher Education Act of 1965 as amended by the Education Amendments of 1968, 1972, 1976, 1980, 1986, 1992 and 1998, and

WHEREAS, the application has been approved in the amount of $597,882, and

WHEREAS, the federal regulations allow the sum of $50,000 or 10 percent of the allocation, whichever is less, to be set aside for the Job Locator & Development Program, and

WHEREAS, federal regulations allow a maximum of 25% of funds to be transferred to the Federal Supplemental Educational Opportunity Grant Program in order to enhance grant opportunities for students, and 

WHEREAS, this federal grant must be matched by a 25 percent contribution, and

WHEREAS, an amount must be allocated for Community Service Employment/America Reads Project, and

WHEREAS, amendments to the law became effective in October 1986 allowing five percent administrative expense allowance based on total student expenditures for FWSP, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby accepts the total federal allotment of 2006-2007 Federal Work Study Program in the amount of $597,882, and be it further

RESOLVED, that $50,000 be set aside for Job Locator Program, with the College matching contribution of 20 percent to be provided by in-kind contributions, and be it further

RESOLVED, that $149,470 be transferred to the FSEOG program, and be it further
RESOLVED, that the Federal Work Study Program’s five percent administrative allowance be charged against FWSP and deposited in the appropriate account, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the On-Campus Work Study Program shall continue to be matched by a 25 percent contribution by the College and that the Off-Campus  Work Study Program 

be matched by a 25 percent contribution from the respective participating off-campus agencies, and be it further

RESOLVED, that $25,000 be reserved for Community Service/America Reads Project, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the off-campus agencies shall contribute their respective shares of Employer's FICA and Workmen's Compensation except for the Community Service Employment.

RESOLUTION NO. 2006. 36     ACCEPTING A GRANT AMENDMENT FROM THE NATIONAL SCIENCE FOUNDATION FOR A SUPPLEMENTAL AWARD FOR THE COMPUTER SCIENCE, ENGINEERING AND MATHEMATICS SCHOLARSHIPS PROJECT

WHEREAS, the College has been awarded a four-year grant in the amount of $395,000 from the National Science Foundation for a Computer Science, Engineering and Mathematics Scholarships, for the period of August 15, 2001 and extended through August 31, 2007, and
WHEREAS, the grant award has been increased by $4,500 for participant support costs including a stipend and travel costs, bringing the total amount of the grant award to $399,500, and

WHEREAS, no matching funds are required, be it therefore 

RESOLVED, that the 2005-2006 College budget be amended to reflect the award increase in the amount of $4,500, from the National Science Foundation, and the College president or her designee is authorized to execute a contract with the administering agency.

He noted that the projection in the expenditure side is that the College is under-spending about $1.5 million.  However, at least $1 million of that has to be earmarked for next year to cover the Faculty Association contract settlement.  The revenue side is down due to decrease in summer enrollment figures.  Revenue projections are down about $395,000.  Vice President Stein spoke briefly about the budget cycle for the 2006-2007 budget.
Trustee Mattace asked for clarification on the revenue shortfall.  Vice President Stein responded that enrollment was below budget for the whole year and that this summer is lower than last summer.  Trustee McCarthy asked about previous enrollment for fall and spring semesters.  Dr. Pippins responded that enrollment for the state, in general, was down and that the College is budgeted for no growth.
