Dr. Carl Kirschner, College Dean of Students, presented the Association annual report and finance report.  Dean Kirschner commented on a decrease in insurance costs and plans to further reduce such costs.  He discussed the Children’s Learning Center at the Grant Campus and the various ways the Association is addressing its negative balance by reducing hours and staffing. He thanked Dean Shaun McKay for his work on a new marketing plan for the Center.   
Dean Kirschner next discussed the Long Island Shakespeare Festival.  To date, there have been 18 productions across Long Island.  He stated that Stony Brook University has expressed an interest in partnering with the Association or taking over the Festival.  Currently, the Association maintains all rights to the show.  This year, the Festival should finish in the black, due to restructuring and grants received from County Legislator Vivian Viloria-Fisher.
