The Honorable Judith Pascale, Suffolk County Clerk, swore in former Student Trustee, Avette D. Ware, as a Trustee.  Ms. Ware was appointed to the Board of Trustees by the Suffolk County Legislature.

The minutes of the Board of Trustees meeting of October 18, 2007 were approved.  

* * * * * * * * * *

James LaPosta and James Hoagland of JCJ Architecture made a presentation to the Board, describing the design and details of the New Learning Resource Center at the Eastern Campus.  JCJ Architecture will be partnering with H2M, a Long Island engineering firm, to design an optimum learning environment for the Center.  The project will begin October 2008 and the opening of the Center is scheduled for October 2009.  The project has a budget of $14,440 million.  Mr. LaPosta and Mr. Hoagland explained the various quality controls, project time tables, and cost controls and presented many drawings of the building including, the circulation desk, quiet study rooms, distance learning room, lecture hall and technology offices.  
The Center’s location will make it the heart of the campus for the Eastern Campus community.  Since the campus is in the Pine Barrens, the design of the Center kept the environment in mind.  The new Center will fit seamlessly with the rest of the Campus.  Natural light and handicapped accessibility also influenced the final design of the building.  Trustee Mattace asked if the site work was included in the cost, which it is, as well as permit and engineering fees.  Trustee Trotta asked if the building will be energy efficient.  Mr. LaPosta said the design maximizes energy and sustainability and uses the Lead Silver Checklist – a national standard for sustainable buildings.  While there will be no solar panels used, the harvesting of daylight was considered in the design.  
Executive Vice President George Gatta asked the Board to authorize Resolution 2007.93 to enter a contract with JCJ Architecture for management services in the amount of $980,000.  He described how the RFP committee reviewed proposals from eight companies and found the proposal submitted by JCJ best meets the needs of the College and that JCJ’s depth of experience was a factor in the final decision.  Trustee Trotta suggested meeting with Kevin Law of LIPA to ensure that the Center is energy efficient and exploring State programs that could provide assistance in terms of energy design savings.

Trustee McCarthy asked about Resolution 2007.91.  He wanted more information on the Fuoco Group of Hauppauge with whom the evaluation committee recommending contracting for as assessment of internal security at the College.  Discussion ensued.  It was decided that background on the Fuoco group would be provided, including the names of the principals of the company.  The Board will also be provided with a list of all ongoing and anticipated RFPs.  Resolution 2007.91 was tabled and will be reconsidered at the January BOT meeting after information is provided.

RESOLUTION NO. 2007.88      APPROVING MONTHLY SPONSOR SERVICES FOR SUFFOLK COUNTY COMMUNITY COLLEGE  

WHEREAS, the State University of New York Regulation No. 602.7 requires the Suffolk County Community College Board of Trustees to review and approve all Sponsor provided services and their estimated value in advance of the service being rendered, and 

WHEREAS, the regulation also requires the approval of the payment of each Sponsor Service satisfactorily performed, and

WHEREAS, health insurance is considered a Sponsor Service, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the health insurance payments to the County of Suffolk in the amount of $1,433,289.03 for the month of October 2007 and $1,420,777.13 for the month of November 2007 (Attachment  II ) are hereby approved by the Board of Trustees.

RESOLUTION NO. 2007.89    ACCEPTING A GRANT AWARD FROM THE NEW YORK STATE EDUCATION DEPARTMENT, THE UNIVERSITY OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, FOR A STATE ADULT LITERACY AND BASIC ADULT EDUCATION PROGRAM 

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College has received a grant award from the New York State Education Department, The University of the State of New York, for a State Adult Literacy and Basic Adult Education Program, in the amount of $49,199, including indirect costs, for the period of November 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008, and

WHEREAS, the program will provide for a coordinated, comprehensive, standards and community-based adult literacy education (ALE) program, in collaboration with three community-based outreach sites, and 

WHEREAS, matching funds are not required, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that a grant award, in the amount of $49,199, including indirect costs, from the New York State Education Department, The University of the State of New York, for a State Adult Literacy and Basic Adult Education Program, for the period of November 1, 2007 through June 30, 2008, is hereby accepted, and the College President or her designee is authorized to execute a contract with the administering agency.

WHEREAS, the evaluation committee found the proposal submitted by Desire2Learn best meets the needs of the College and recommends its acceptance, be it therefore, 

RESOLVED, that the College President, or her designee, is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with the Desire2Learn.

RESOLUTION NO. 2007.93  AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR ARCHITECTURAL DESIGN SERVICES

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College issued a Request for Proposals for a consultant to provide architectural design services for the Eastern Campus Library and Learning Resources Center, with an option for construction management, and

WHEREAS, the College received proposals from eight companies, including JCJArchitecture, Hartford CT, and

WHEREAS, an evaluation committee reviewed the proposals, and

WHEREAS, the evaluation committee found the proposal submitted by JCJArchitecture best meets the needs of the College, be it therefore 

RESOLVED, that the College President, or her designee, is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with JCJArchitecture for architectural design and construction management services in the amount of $980,000.

RESOLUTION NO.2007.91     AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT FOR AN ASSESSMENT OF INTERNAL SECURITY

WHEREAS, the College received proposals from three companies, including the FuocoGroup, Hauppauge, NY, and

WHEREAS, an evaluation committee reviewed the proposals, and

WHEREAS, the evaluation committee found the proposal submitted by FuocoGroup best meets the needs of the College and recommends its acceptance, be it therefore, 

RESOLVED, that the College President, or her designee, is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with the FuocoGroup in the amount of $65,000.

Charles Stein, Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs, presented the College finance report.  He stated that projected revenues are $175,000 above budget and expenses are $598,000 are below budget (primarily because the College has not yet commenced lease payment for the Culinary Arts Center).  Vice President Stein mentioned that the County Budget Office and Budget Review Office are currently analyzing projections on the financial impact of the recently negotiated changes to the prescription plan.  In January, new health insurance rates will be available from the County Health Insurance Office. Chair Moore asked about savings.  Vice President Stein said savings are from personnel, equipment, supplies, contract expenses and employment benefits.

Chair Moore mentioned that Nancy Brewer, Director of Financial Aid was very knowledgeable and really helped stressed out parents at an event he attended at the Grant Campus.  Next, he stated that he was pleased with the outcome of former SCCC President Sal LaLima’s case against the County for payment of retirement benefits.  He was pleased that the case affirmed the statutory authority of the Board of Trustees.  

Trustee Kane said that he met an international student that says he pays double tuition for nursing courses at the College and asked why.   James Canniff, Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs, stated that he would look into it.  Vice President Stein noted that students pay double tuition if they live outside of Suffolk County but live in New York State.
