RESOLUTION NO.  2009.A1     APPROVING THE CREATION OF A NEW STAFF POSITION FOR CAMPUS DINING SERVICES

WHEREAS, the Campus Director for  Dining Services and Bakers Workshop has determined there is a need for increased management staffing in the Peconic Café during the day and evening shifts, and

WHEREAS, a position description and salary schedule has been proposed for the creation of a Day/Evening Manager position (Attachment A-I)  in the Association’s Dining Services Salary schedule (A-II), and 

WHEREAS, the Campus Associate Dean of Student Services, the Campus Executive Dean and the Associate Vice President for Student Affairs have approved this recommendation, and the President concurs, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the 2008-2009 salary schedule for employees of the Dining Services be modified to create the position of Day/Evening Manager and its associated salary schedule.

Dr. Marvin Bright, Associate Vice President of Student Affairs, presented the Suffolk Community College Association finance report.  He stated that Student Activities Fees met Fall projections.  Revenue is on target.  A small net profit of $600,000 from the Fall will carry over and increase Spring revenue.  Interest revenue is down approximately $17,000 for the year due to the financial markets.  Expenditures are on target.  There has been very effective marketing of the Culinary Arts Center and this has led to profits.
