SUMMARY MINUTES OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES MEETING

AMMERMAN CAMPUS, BROOKHAVEN GYMNASIUM, ALUMNI ROOM

FEBRUARY 11, 2009
The meeting was held on Thursday, February 11, 2009 at 8:30 a.m. in the Alumni Room of the Brookhaven Gymnasium, Ammerman Campus, Selden, New York.

Chair William Moore expressed concern about Student Trustee Lori Corrar who was absent today and sent her many good wishes on behalf of the Board.  He reminded the Board about a farewell dinner for President Shirley Pippins on February 18th at Blackwell’s in Wading River. 
A motion to approve the minutes of the Board of Trustees meetings of January 8, 2009 and January 15, 2009 was seconded and approved unanimously.

Executive Director of Facilities, Paul Cooper, presented the Proposed Capital Projects for 2010-2012.  He spoke about the Workforce Development and Technology Center at the Grant Campus.  This building will house the HVACR technician training program and the Mechatronics (advanced manufacturing) certification program.  Because the new building will be better insulated and have more efficient lighting and HVAC equipment, the heating and cooling costs per square foot should be about 80 percent of the campus average.  
There are no new project requests for this capital budget cycle.  Director Cooper identified the requests for changes to existing projects that include funding timetable changes for the renovation of Kreiling Hall on the Ammerman Campus, the renovations to the Sagtikos Building and the Health, Sports and Education Center on the Grant Campus, the construction of the Learning Resource Center on the Eastern Campus and the installation of cooling systems College-wide.  In addition, the changes included increases in funding for infrastructure and security notification systems College-wide.

Vice Chair Walter Hazlitt inquired about Resolution Nos. 2009.8 and 2009.9.  College Associate Dean for Continuing Education, Nina Leonhardt, responded that Resolution No. 2009.8 is to deliver GED services to the community and that Resolution No. 2009.9 is for the actual testing to take place.  Trustee Paul Pontieri asked about testing locations. Dean Leonhardt stated that PRONTO, ELIE, and the Family Service League have been partners in the past with the College.  Trustee Pontieri asked if the test is also given in Spanish.  Dean Leonhardt answered that, in New York State, only English is allowed.  

Trustee David Ochoa spoke about the English as Second Language program at SCCC and its partnership with PRONTO.  He praised the work of the College and the ESL program and told how it is a win-win situation for the College and community.

WHEREAS, the State University of New York Regulation No. 602.7 requires the Suffolk County Community College Board of Trustees to review and approve all sponsor provided services and their estimated value in advance of the service being rendered, and 

WHEREAS, the regulation also requires the approval of the payment of each sponsor service satisfactorily performed, and
WHEREAS, health insurance is considered a sponsor service, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the health insurance payment to the County of Suffolk in the amount of $1,580,495.51 for the month of December 2008 (Attachment II) is hereby approved by the Board of Trustees.

RESOLUTION NO. 2009.8  ACCEPTING A GRANT AWARD FROM THE NEW YORK STATE EDUCATION DEPARTMENT, THE UNIVERSITY OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, FOR A STATE ADULT LITERACY AND BASIC ADULT EDUCATON PROGRAM ENTITLED “COLLEGE TO COMMUNITY ACCESS PROGRAM” 

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College has received a grant award from the New York State Education Department, The University of the State of New York, for a State Adult Literacy and Basic Adult Education Program entitled, “College to Community Access Program” (CCAP), in the amount of $106,517, including indirect costs, for the period of July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, and

WHEREAS, the program will provide for a coordinated, comprehensive, standards and community-based adult literacy education (ALE) program, in collaboration with four community-based outreach sites, and 

WHEREAS, matching funds are not required, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that a grant award, in the amount of $106,517, including indirect costs, from the New York State Education Department, The University of the State of New York, for a State Adult Literacy and Basic Adult Education Program entitled “College to Community Access Program” (CCAP), for the period of July 1, 2008 through June 30, 2009, is hereby accepted, and the College President or his/her designee is authorized to execute a contract with the administering agency.

WHEREAS, the College has been requested by the Office of the County Executive to submit capital budget and program requests in accordance with Article IV, Section A4-1, of the laws of Suffolk County, and

WHEREAS, the capital program requests (Attachment III ) have been solicited from the Executive Vice President, Vice Presidents, Associate Vice President, Campus Executive Deans, Physical Plant Directors and the President, reviewed by the Physical Resources Committee, and recommended by the Executive Council and the President, and 

WHEREAS, the College’s Master Plan includes these capital projects, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees approves the submission of all capital projects in Attachment III, and authorizes the President or her designee to submit the projects for the 2010-2012 capital program and 2010 capital budget.

RESOLUTION NO. 2009.12      AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH OXFORD MANAGEMENT SERVICES TO PROVIDE COLLECTION SERVICES

WHEREAS, the College issued a request for proposals for collection agency services for past due student accounts, and 

WHEREAS, the College Evaluation Committee reviewed the eleven responses received and is recommending the College contract with Oxford Management Services, a collection agency located in Melville, New York, and be it therefore 

RESOLVED, that the College President or his/her designee is authorized to enter into a contract with Oxford Management Services, for the period of five years (dating from the start date of the contract) with one five-year renewal option, and be it further 

RESOLVED, that Oxford Management will be paid by an assessment of 25% added to any amounts collected or by an assessment of 30% or any amounts authorized by the courts if settlement is made as part of legal action.

Governance - 1 representative appointed by the Chair of the College Governance Council

Guild of Administrative Officers - 1 representative appointed by the President of the Guild 

Association of Municipal Employees (AME) - 1 representative appointed by the President of AME

SCC Foundation - 2 representatives appointed by the Chair of the Foundation Board 

Alumni - 1 representative appointed by the Chair of the Board of Trustees

Student Governance – 1 representative appointed by the Chair of the Board of Trustees

LI Business community - 2 representatives appointed by the Chair of the Board of Trustees

RESOLVED, that Theresa Kopp shall serve as Secretary to the Presidential Search Committee, and be it further

RESOLVED, that, as the Board wishes to proceed expeditiously with the presidential search, each constituent must notify Ms. Kopp by February 27, 2009 with the name(s) of its representative(s).

Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs, Charles Stein, presented the College finance report.  He stated that revenues are up.  There will be no mid-year changes based on State aid.  However, April 1st is a new budget year for the State, which is the fourth quarter of the College’s budget.  Thus, if what the State is proposing goes through, there would be a $1.3 million loss in revenue in the fourth quarter.  The College Finance Department’s reports reflect this possible reduction.  Vice President Stein said that at the November 2008 Board of Trustee meeting, steps were discussed to reflect this proposed State action.  Further budget details will be presented to the Board at the March meeting.  
Trustee Ochoa thanked Vice President Stein and his staff for providing the Capital Report early enough for the members to have enough time to read and digest it.  Dr. Pippins said she and other SUNY Presidents will continue to lobby to offset proposed cuts.  Further, they will continue to work with local representatives to not allow these cuts.  Vice Chair Hazlitt expressed concern for students and the burden on them in terms of possible higher tuition.

In other business, Chair Moore asked Board members to hand in their Board Self-Assessment forms.  He will provide a summary report at the March meeting.  

On behalf of the Board, Chair Moore presented Dr. Pippins with a beautiful clock and thanked her for her service and dedication to SCCC over the past five years.  

Trustee Ernesto Mattace presented a summary of the recent conference that he attended in Washington, DC.  The topic of Middle States was a common theme for most of the community college representatives there.  He thanked Dr. Pippins for her work at the College and for her friendship.

Dr. Pippins spoke to the Board about some of her most proud accomplishments over the last five years as President.  She spoke about having a most supportive Board, of an enhanced relationship with all of the College governance groups, of her pride of the success of the yearly Legislature Appreciation Day, of an improved image of the College, and of the many revitalizations of business partnerships in the community.   She spoke about Dr. Tina Good, Professor Fran La Fauci, Laurie Savona and Teri Kopp.  She was proud of the improvements of the infrastructure at Veterans Plaza, the renovation of College music rooms, the Cottage at the Ammerman campus, the auditorium at the Eastern campus and the upcoming construction of the Eastern Campus Learning Resource Center.  She spoke about the $5 million donation, the largest in the College’s history, and about All College Day and a College-wide governance group.  The Board and audience thanked Dr. Pippins for her dedication and professionalism.
