classes and a computerized engine analyzer and vehicle dynomometer that conforms with current
New York State Inspection requirements.

The instruction, course of study, facilities and equipment in the program were evaluated by the
National Automotive Technicians Education Foundation (NATEF) and were found to meet the
National Institute for Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) standards of quality for the training
of automobile technicians in all areas.
