A special meeting/workshop of the Board of Trustees was held at 8:00 a.m., on Friday, April 3, 1998, at the Ammerman Campus in Selden. Chief Financial Officer Charles Stein addressed the members of the Board and provided a detailed report on the College’s requested budget for 1998-1999.  (Copy on file)  A question and answer period followed the briefing.  The public session opened at 10:00 a.m.

* * * * * * * * * *

A motion was made by Vice Chair Charles Lauer and seconded by Trustee Sacca to take off the table from the March 27th Board meeting Resolution Nos. 98.61, 98.62 and 98.64.  Motion passed unanimously.

* * * * * * * * * *

A motion was made, seconded and passed unanimously to amend the Tuition and Fee Schedule as recommended by the college president to change the College Fee for 1998-99 from $53 to $60 for full-time students; from $4.50 per credit for part-time students to $15 for part-time students (1-5.5 credits) and $30 for part-time students (6-11 credits).

RESOLUTION NO. 98.61 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously, as amended.

WHEREAS, the president has reviewed the existing tuition and fee schedule and recommends that the same Tuition and Fee Schedule, with exceptions as noted for the 1998-99 academic year be approved, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the 1998-99 Tuition and Fee Schedule be approved as shown in Attachment I.

RESOLUTION NO. 98.62 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously, as amended.

WHEREAS, Suffolk County Community College is required to submit its Operating Budget request for the 1998-1999 fiscal year to the County Executive’s office by April 17, 1998, and

WHEREAS, the College has developed its Operating Budget Request for 1998-1999, and 

WHEREAS, the President recommends the College request a budget of $95,971,487, and

WHEREAS, the budget request establishes in its revenue projection that tuition charges will remain at 1997-98 levels, and that the County sponsor contribution will increase by           4%, and

WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the College president that a goal be set for the College to achieve a revenue formula of 1/3 (one-third) from the State, 1/3 (one third) from the County, and 1/3 (one-third) from the students; and

WHEREAS, the requested budget for 1998-1999 moves towards achieving that goal; and

WHEREAS, the actual State commitment for base aid per full-time equivalent (FTE) student which significantly affects the College’s revenue projections, is undetermined and the County Executive has directed the College to develop its budget based on the level of state aid in the Governor’s recommended budget which cannot be determined until the state budget is enacted, and

WHEREAS, the recommended budget request assumes the drawing down of the College’s fund balance, pending adoption of the State’s 1998-99 budget, 

and 

WHEREAS, the recommended budget does not identify any revenues for any contract settlement or agreement which may have a retroactive effect, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby approves an Operating Budget Request for fiscal year 1998-1999, in the amount of $95,971,487, and be it further

RESOLVED, that, upon adoption of the State’s 1998-99 budget, the Board 

may reconsider its recommended utilization of fund balance, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the college will look toward the county to supplement the non-budgeted items.

Mr. Foley indicated that the language of the resolution is important insomuch as there should be a clear understanding with the county executive’s office, the legislature and the unions that money was not squirreled away to cover a new contract.  In addition, no one should use or interpret the previous language to indicate that this will be used to have a chilling effect on the negotiating process.

RESOLUTION NO. 98.64 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously

WHEREAS, faculty and administration have analyzed the need for computer access for instructional purposes, and have developed a plan consistent with the needs of the students 

and employers that provides for an appropriate progression from the current level of computing at the college and is capable of implementation within a one year period, and

WHEREAS, the County Executive and the County Legislature have previously expressed their support for a high priority being placed on bringing the educational resources at the College into conformity with the technological developments occurring in our community, and 

WHEREAS, funds exist in the College’s fund balance, be it therefore

RESOLVED, That the plan for “Universal Access,” (Attachment II)  is hereby adopted and, be it further

RESOLVED, That the County be requested to appropriate in the 1997-98 year the sum of $604,300 from the College fund balance to support the first phase of implementation of the foregoing plan.

RESOLUTION NO. 98.70 was duly moved, seconded, and carried by a vote of 9 - 1, with Trustee Foley abstaining.

WHEREAS, in the past when flex time was available during the summers in the College, morale was high and supervisors were able to use the extended times to complete special projects, and

WHEREAS, the County of Suffolk has instituted flex time arrangements in County departments whereby employees work 70 hours on nine out of ten days, with the day off being mutually agreed upon, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the College institute an agreement between the County of Suffolk and the Suffolk County Association of Municipal Employees establishing a flexible work 

schedule guided by the principles that employees receive no less or no more in salary, overtime and other benefits than if they had remained in their former schedule, and the flexible work schedule shall be in effect for the period of June 1, 1998 through May 31, 1999 (see Attachment III - Memorandum of Agreement).

RESOLUTION NO. 98.71 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, Section 35 of the Civil Service Law provides that the determination of professional service in community colleges shall be made by the local college board of trustees, and

WHEREAS, the following positions have been reviewed and determined to be in the professional service of Suffolk County Community College, and

WHEREAS, the law provides that such determination is subject to the approval of the Chancellor of the State University of New York, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the following listed positions are determined to be in the professional service, and be it further

RESOLVED, that these position titles and their respective descriptions (Attachment IV) be submitted to the Chancellor of the State University of New York for approval.
