Trustee John Foley made a motion to amend the Operating Budget to include partial renovation of the Brookhaven Gymnasium.  It was noted that this renovation is included in the Capital Budget.  Motion failed for lack of a second.

After a question and answer period, Mr. Stein requested that the Board members vote on one of the three options for the 2000-2001 Requested Budget:

OPTION #1:



A 4% increase from Suffolk County for operations



County approves $1,291,500 for the Multi-Purpose Building


County approves $1,500,000 for new faculty positions



                        Tuition increases:




$80 per year for full-time students and $4 per credit for




part-time students to make up $1,272,000 needed to




balance the budget

OPTION #2:


Same as Option #1, except the $1,272,000 needed to balance the 



budget is made up of $549,000 from fee changes; $300,000 from



1/3 tuition rate for ESL non-credit courses, and $423,000 from an



increase in full-time tuition of $30 per year and $1 per credit for 



part-time.

OPTION #3:


Same as Option #2, except there will be a reduction in equipment



and supplies totaling $423,000 instead of a tuition increase.  This



option will have a negative impact on the delivery of services.

Trustee Michael Sacca made a motion to accept Option #1.  Motion was seconded by Student Trustee Joseph Del Broccolo, but vote failed. A motion was made by Trustee Michael Hollander and seconded by Student Trustee Del Broccolo to accept Option #2.  Motion passed unanimously.

At the request of the Vice Chair Charles Lauer, President La Lima will draft a letter for Board members to send to State officials seeking their support for increasing State aid from $75, per FTE, to $150, per FTE.

The following resolutions were passed by the Board:

RESOLUTION NO. 2000.65 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, a demonstrated need exists for temporary classroom space at the Eastern Campus, and

WHEREAS, the administration has solicited prices from reputable vendors by publicly advertised bids and has reviewed their qualifications, and

WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the president and the college chief financial officer that an award be made to Resun Leasing, Inc. d/b/a Arthur Building Systems, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the president of the College, or his designee, is authorized to execute a lease for a modular building to provide temporary classroom space, at the Eastern Campus from Resun Leasing, Inc. d/b/a Arthur Building Systems, in an amount of $146,844 per year, for a term of five years, beginning on September 1, 2000.

RESOLUTION NO. 2000.66 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, the roof of the Southampton Building has developed significant leaks within the past several months, and

WHEREAS, inspection of the roof indicates that a complete replacement of the affected section is necessary, and
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WHEREAS, sufficient funds exist in CP 2157.102 – Roof Replacement-Design, and

WHEREAS, the existing funds are not required for outside consultants since the design work can be accomplished in house, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the transfer of funds, in the amount of $37,224.91, from CP 2157.102 to CP 2157.311 is approved, subject to authorization by the County of Suffolk, and be it further

RESOLVED, that a request be made to the County of Suffolk to authorize the transfer of $37,224.91 from CP 2157.102 to CP 215.311, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the College president, or his designee, is authorized to execute the necessary documentation.

RESOLUTION NO. 2000.67 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.

WHEREAS, Authority is required from the Board of Trustees of Suffolk County Community College to execute and deliver an agreement (the “Agreement”) by and among the Dormitory Authority of the State of New York (the “Authority”), Suffolk County (the “Local Sponsor”) and Suffolk County Community College (“the Community College”) pertaining, among other matters, to the proposed Authority financing of the State’s 50% share of the capital costs of certain facilities for the Community College (herein and in the Agreement referred to as the “Project”), be it therefore

RESOLVED, by the Board of Trustees of the Community College as follows:

     SECTION 1.  The Board of Trustees of the Community College hereby approves the form and content of the Agreement subject to approval of the form and content of the Agreement by the Local Sponsor Legislature.

     SECTION 2.  Each of the President, College Chief Financial Officer, and Administrative Director of Educational Facilities of the Community College (each of whom is duly qualified so to act) are hereby authorized on behalf of the Board of Trustees of the Community College, to execute and deliver the Agreement to the 
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Authority, subject to prior approval as to form and content by the Local Sponsor with such nonsubstantive changes in terms and form as such President, College Chief Financial Officer, and Administrative Director of Educational Facilities of the Community College shall approve, as well as those changes necessary to comply with Rule 15c2-12 of the Securities Exchange Act of 1934, as amended.  The execution thereof by said President, College Chief Financial Officer, and Administrative Director of Educational Facilities of the Community College shall constitute conclusive evidence of the approval of the Board of Trustees.

     SECTION 3. The President, the College Chief Financial Officer, and Administrative Director of Educational Facilities of the Community College (who are duly qualified so to act) are hereby authorized, on behalf of the Board of Trustees of the Community College, to execute and deliver all necessary or appropriate documents, certificates and agreements and to furnish all information requested by the Authority in connection with the Community College, including the furnishing of information required pursuant to the provisions of the Agreement, and necessary to prepare an Official Statement to be used in connection with the sale of bonds.
     SECTION 4. This Resolution shall take effect immediately.

RESOLVED, that the President or his designee are authorized to execute the necessary documentation.
