WHEREAS, by Resolution No. 97.57 the Board adopted a Tuition and Fee Schedule for 1997-98, and

WHEREAS, at that time, the State of New York had not increased State aid by $50.00 per full-time equivalent student, and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees recognizes the benefit to students if tuition is rolled back to the tuition levels of 1996-97, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees is planning to request support from the County of Suffolk to release additional funds from the fund balance to enable the College to address various priority needs, and

WHEREAS, the Board has reviewed the revenue budget of the College for 1997-98, given the increase in State aid, and determined that tuition can be reduced to the tuition levels of 1996-97, be it therefore
