Vice Chair Charles Lauer made a motion to reelect the current slate of Board of Trustees officers for the term July 1, 1999 through June 30, 2000:  Sally Ann Slacke, Chair; Charles L. Lauer, Vice Chair; and Susan LeBow, Secretary.  Motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

A motion was made to go into executive session at 9:15 a.m. to discuss personnel matters.

The Board returned to public session at 9:30 a.m., and passed Resolution No. 99.91 by a vote of 6 – 1, with Dr. Wacksman dissenting:
WHEREAS, the Faculty Association submitted a grievance on behalf of James Edasery, Assistant Professor of Chemistry on the Eastern Campus, who was not recommended by the executive dean and the president for continuing appointment effective September 1, 1998, and 

WHEREAS, the grievance was denied at each stage and thereupon submitted to the Board of Trustees at stage 5 of the grievance procedure, this being the final step in the process, and

WHEREAS, the grievant was allowed an opportunity, through the representation of the Faculty Association, to present his case at an executive session of the Board held on May 18, 1999, and

WHEREAS, the Board has duly considered the arguments made and the evaluations performed, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the grievance of James Edasery is hereby denied.

President’s Report

President La Lima reported that the county executive has proposed a budget with a 4% increase in county funding.  He indicated that the report was very complimentary of the College and, while less than we requested due to the cap constraints, left personnel intact and attempted to keep reductions where the impact would be minimized.  Hopefully, the legislature will add some funding in areas which will be identified at that stage of the process.

Mr. La Lima advised the trustees that SUNY has approved the transfer of the Travel and Tourism degree program from the Eastern to the Western Campus and also approved the new associate degree program in Photographic Imaging for both the Eastern and Western Campuses.

The president announced that the American Health Information Management Association has recommended the initial accreditation for the Western Campus program in Health Information Technology, and indicated that final action by the Commission is expected in July.

President La Lima apprised the Board members that Senator Ken LaValle has written to Professor John Bockino of the Economics Department, who oversees the College’s summer field program, that $5,000 for this program has been included in his state budget requests.  President La Lima noted that, in the past, Senator LaValle has supported this program with funding in the past as well.

The president announced that there is state legislation pending to require all SUNY/CUNY units which provide a bookstore with information on required texts and course materials to provide the same information to any other store selling textbooks which requests it.

Mr. La Lima reported that the SUNY Board approved eight new Charter School applications at its June 15th special meeting; and the New York State Senate confirmed the appointment of two new trustees, Nelson Rockefeller, Jr., and Bernard F. Conners, and the reappointment of Chair Thomas F. Egan and Trustee Edward F. Cox.

President La Lima informed the trustees that the Fall Conference and Institute on Trusteeship is scheduled for September 23 through September 26, at the Albany Marriott and indicated that those Board members who are interested in attending should contact the President’s Office for further details.

The president announced that, to date, total enrollment for the Fall 1999 semester is up about 5.5%, with the Eastern Campus up 19%; the Western Campus, 13%; and the Ammerman Campus, 1%.

At the conclusion of the president’s report, Mr. La Lima advised the Board members that he and Nassau Community College President Sean Fanelli were presented with the 1999 Humanitarian Award at the New York State Assembly on June 13th for their work in promoting higher education.  Assemblywoman Patricia Acampora sponsored President La Lima’s nomination and Dr. Fanelli was sponsored by Assemblyman Thomas Napoli.

Vice Chair Charles Lauer indicated that insomuch as the cap on the president’s salary has recently been removed, he made a motion to increase the president’s yearly salary to $125,000, effective July 1, 1999.  Motion was seconded by Trustee Sacca and passed unanimously.

* * * * * * * * * *

Trustee John Foley made a motion directing President La Lima to prepare an appropriate letter to the Governor, as well as to the Dormitory Authority and Budget Office, requesting that all of the building maintenance projects for Suffolk County Community College be included in the next round of bond issues and further added that copies of the letter be sent to certain individuals, such as Senator Joseph Bruno, Speaker of the State Assembly Sheldon Silver and the Long Island delegation of the New York State Assembly (Suffolk County).  Motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

Chair Sally Slacke commended Executive Dean Joanne Braxton and her staff for the assistance and cooperation extended to the Women’s Conference recently held at the Western Campus.  Ms. Slacke indicated that they should be very proud and thanked them for a terrific day.

President La Lima expressed his thanks and gratitude to Executive Deans Pevey and Parrish for their long-standing service to the College in the various roles each has assumed over the many years.
