WHEREAS, there is a need for an interim Associate Dean of Faculty at the Western Campus, and the position is provided in the College budget, and

WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the campus Executive Dean and the College President that the following individual be re-appointed interim Associate Dean of Faculty, and

WHEREAS, Elizabeth M. Gardner, Assistant Dean of Faculty, Math, Science and Health Technologies, has agreed to serve in this interim position, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that Elizabeth M. Gardner be re-appointed interim Associate Dean of Faculty on the Western Campus effective July 1, 2000 and until such date as a permanent appointment is made.

President La Lima welcomed and introduced newly-appointed Student Trustee Andrea Bonanno to the Trustees.  Ms. Bonanno will replace Student Trustee Joseph DelBroccolo whose term expires on June 30, 2000.  The President thanked Trustee DelBroccolo for his exemplary service on the Board during the past year and congratulated him on being accepted to Cornell  where he will continue his education.

President’s Report
President La Lima reported that Senator Kenneth LaValle has notified Professor John Bockino that he will be receiving a $7,500 grant to support the College’s Center for Community Research.  This is an acknowledgement of the value of this effort which John leads.

The President apprised the Board members that the New York State Dormitory Authority responded to his letter to the Governor regarding the bonding of the College’s capital projects and action appears imminent.  Two projects of immediate importance at the College are the asbestos removal in the Babylon Student Center, and completion of the entry and new road work at the Western Campus.  The proposal for the road repair has gone out to bid, and the President requested that the Board authorize the Executive Committee to give its approval of the bid award.

A motion was made by Secretary Michael Sacca and seconded by Walter Hazlitt and approved unanimously authorizing the Executive Committee of the Board of Trustees to approve the bid award on the road repair at the Western Campus. 

Trustee Walter Hazlitt requested that copies of all bid proposals from contractors be provided to the Board.

President La Lima reported that the College’s Chief Financial Officer Charles Stein has been advised that another bond sale will occur in September or October.  If this occurs, the College should be able to begin several other approved projects.  The County Legislature has advanced the funding of the outdoor track at the Ammerman Campus to 2003.

President La Lima announced that Toyota will soon be establishing a program with the College similar to the General Motors Automotive Technology Program.  Details of this program will be forthcoming at the August Board meeting.

The President reported that the Great Chefs’ program at the Eastern Campus netted $15,152 which will be held and used by the S.C.C. Foundation for the Culinary Arts program.

President La Lima noted that, due to the unanticipated early retirement program (approximately $500,000 was provided in the budget by the County and $2.3 million was needed), this has been a difficult year from a budget standpoint.  In order to be sure that we will have sufficient funds through the end of the College’s fiscal year (August 31, 2000), the College has been taking steps to conserve remaining funds; i.e., elimination of low-enrollment class sections in summer session II, the reduction of part-time summer staffing, no Saturday registration and enrollment services, and reduced advertising expenditures.  Trustee John Foley suggested making attempts to contact the County for help with this problem.

The President apprised the Trustees that he had received a letter from Legislator Paul Tonna regarding a proposal that one of the College’s computer professors at the Western Campus was developing with Legislator Angie Carpenter.  President La Lima indicated that the use of the term “political” in the faculty member’s presentation caused concern to the legislators; the intended meaning was probably meant to be “public.” The President has responded to Mr. Tonna and has directed the professor to withdraw the proposal.  A copy of the President’s letter to the Legislator will be sent to each Board member.

President La Lima announced that the Canine Companions organization has communicated with him of its interest in building a 25,000 sq. ft. facility at the College’s Western Campus.  All members of the Board agreed to have the President continue to pursue this matter and to bring back more detailed information at a future meeting. 

The President apprised the Board members that on Saturday, June 10th, he, along with Trustees Slacke, Hazlitt and Wacksman, will be attending a regional trustees’ conference at Nassau County Community College for the purpose of reviewing the NCHEMS report on community college governance and for determining a course for future actions.

At the conclusion of the President’s Report, the meeting was turned over to members from the Museum of the Universe who are looking to acquire 15 – 20 acres at the Western Campus as the site for the museum—the only astronomy/museum in the world. The museum will contain a planetarium, an observatory, an I-Max Theatre and other educational and entertainment areas.  President La Lima indicated that the Western Campus site being considered is currently used for local fairs.  The President also noted that the proposed College Master Plan for the future growth of the campus does not involve this section of the campus.  

Some of the questions presented by the Board were:  

What will be the economic benefit for Suffolk Community College?

Museum:  Attendance should bring in 600,000 people each year which will provide 


exposure to the Western Campus

What will be the cost of admission?

Musem:   $12.00 – adult; $6 or $8 – child; $10 – Senior 



(No alcoholic beverages will be served)

Trustee John Foley indicated that he would like to see something in writing and noted that some important questions need to be answered before the Board can arrive at a decision.

Trustee Vicki Wacksman remarked that the Board’s decision should take into account the reaction of the residents of the Brentwood community.

The museum group came to make the presentation to the Board seeking the following: an initial approval from the Board of Trustees so that they could formally approach local officials, start a fund-raising effort with major corporations who have expressed interest in the museum (it was noted that between $80 – 100 million would be needed to complete the museum), and organize a committee consisting of 5–10 people including participation from the College and the Board of Trustees.

Secretary Michael Sacca expressed that a major concern with the College becoming involved with this project is ownership of the facility. After a lengthy question and answer period, Trustee Richard Zummo suggested that a special meeting of the Board be held to further discuss this matter.  The Board agreed to meet on Thursday, June 22, 2000, at 4:00 p.m. in the Alumni Room in the Brookhaven Gymnasium at the Ammerman Campus to discuss the museum project, along with the Hay Group report, the College’s Master Plan and the Guild contract extension
