RESOLUTION NO. 2002.142 was duly moved, seconded, and was approved by a vote of 7 in favor, William Moore opposed.
WHEREAS, the State of New York has adopted Chapter 69 of the Laws of 2002 which makes available a Retirement Incentive Program to community college employees, and

 

WHEREAS, the College administration has reviewed the law and recommends that the College elect to participate in the optional portion of the retirement incentive program for professional service employees, and

 

WHEREAS, the College intends to achieve savings required by the legislation through hiring replacement faculty at the instructor level , and

 

WHEREAS, the law requires that there be a determination of titles eligible for inclusion in the retirement incentive program, be it therefore

 

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees of Suffolk County Community College does hereby elect to provide the benefits of the retirement incentive, pursuant to Chapter 69 of the Laws of 2002, to all employees who are in the professional service and who are members of the New York State Employees Retirement System, the New York State Teacher’s Retirement System or the SUNY optional retirement program (TIAA/CREF), and who retire with an effective date of retirement during the “open period,” commencing on December 1, 2002, and ending on December 31, 2002, and who are otherwise eligible to participate in such program, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that all professional titles at the College shall be eligible to participate under Part A of Chapter 69 of the Laws of 2002, except as limited by law, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that an employee eligible to receive the benefit authorized under this retirement incentive and the retirement benefit provided for under section (4) of Part B of Chapter 69 of the Laws of 2002, may elect either the incentive under Part B or Part A, but not both, and be it further










(Cont’d) 

RESOLVED, that professional service employees electing to retire under Part B must do so during the “open period” that is hereby designated to commence on October 3, 2002 and end on December 31, 2002, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that the adoption of this resolution shall not be construed to express an intention by the Board to adopt any incentive program that may hereafter be authorized by the State, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that no later than June 30, 2003 the Board of Trustees shall be provided with a report detailing the financial impact actually resulting from the implementation of the foregoing program, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees does hereby request the County of Suffolk to adopt a resolution endorsing the participation of the Community College in the retirement incentive program pursuant to Chapter 69 of the Laws of 2002, and be it further

 

RESOLVED, that eligible employees serving in eligible titles desiring to avail themselves of the retirement incentive program shall provide written notice to the president on or before twenty-one (21) days prior to the end of the open period, as designated above.

RESOLUTION NO. 2002.143 was duly moved, seconded, and carried unanimously.
