Trustee Foley requested the minutes reflect that, although he voted  in favor of approving the resolution which awards sabbaticals to 2.9 %  of the faculty and 1% to the guild, he would have preferred that 5% of the faculty be granted sabbatical leaves.  Trustee Hollander indicated that he did not agree with Mr. Foley.

President’s Report

President La Lima reported on the status of state funding and indicated that the capital budget was approved for the full amount, thanks to the efforts of Senator LaValle.  Suffolk Community College received the largest portion, $20.5 million, of the $35 million allocated to community colleges.  The president will send a letter of appreciation to the senator.  Legislator Angie Carpenter publicly thanked the trustees, President La Lima and college students who went to Albany on behalf of the college to lobby the state legislators in support of approving the capital budget.

The president indicated that he and Nassau Community College president Sean Fanelli met with the editorial board of Newsday.  In addition, Mr. La Lima and Vice President Ricioppo met with Dave Wilmot of Suffolk Life.  It is anticipated that, as a result of these two interviews, positive editorials will appear in the two publications.

Mr. La Lima advised the board that 300 faculty members attended Professional Development Day which was held on March 17th at the Ammerman Campus. Participating in the workshops and panels were Dr. Shirley Strumm, president of SUNY/Stony Brook; legislator William Holst, chair of the Economic Development and Education Committee; and Steve Jones, from the Suffolk County Planning Department.  The president indicated that the theme of “One College” concept was emphasized and thanked vice president Jim Canniff and his committee for a successful day.

In keeping with the board’s recommendation of a “One College” concept, a tri-campus committee has completed the development of a common schedule for all campuses and will be tried as a pilot in the fall 1998 semester.  Adjustments will be made, as deemed appropriate, for either the spring 1999 or fall 1999 semesters.

President La Lima informed the trustees that the groundbreaking ceremony for the Multi-Purpose Facility will take place on Tuesday, April 28, 1998, at 11:00 a.m., at the Western Campus.  Invitations will be going out shortly from the vice president’s office.  Vice President Ricioppo distributed a paste-up copy of the invitation which met with approval by the board.

The president reported that he, along with the three campus governance chairs and vice president Jim Canniff will comprise the One College Curriculum Committee Task Force. Assisting this task force in preparing a proposal will be the chairs from the Campus Curriculum Committee.

Mr. La Lima apprised the trustees that a committee has been appointed to organize the activities for “Homecoming Week” in May when former presidents Ammerman and Kreiling will be returning to the College to participate in the commencement ceremonies.  He indicated that many good ideas are developing and that all former trustees and officials who contributed support in the early development of SCCC will be invited to the celebration.

Vice President Ricioppo addressed the board members with a preview of the new college ads which will be aired in the near future.  He indicated that, with these particular spots, Suffolk County high school guidance counselors were interviewed as to why they sent their students to SCCC.  Planned for future ads will be interviews with parents of SCCC students.

Mr. Ricioppo also distributed a preview of a flyer which will be sent to all high school seniors sometime in April announcing the college’s Open House on May 2, 1998.

Trustee Hollander requested an update on the progress of the lighting repairs by Fred Strahs-Lorenc.  (copy of memo on file)  Mr. Hollander also indicated his concern about two recent editions of the Ammerman Campus student newspaper where inaccurate information was contained in some of the articles.  He requested that these inaccuracies be corrected and suggested that a meeting with the Compass advisor might be in order.  Trustee LeBow also indicated that she had been misquoted in a recent article.  Mr. Hollander’s concern is not with the articles regarding board members, but with the accuracy and responsibility of the reporting. Trustee Foley commented that the question of accuracy is always important in newspaper reporting.

It was the consensus of the Board to hold a special meeting on Friday, April 3, 1998, in the Alumni Room of the Brookhaven Gymnasium, at the Ammerman Campus in Selden.  Chief Financial Officer Charles Stein will brief the trustees on the college budget at 8:00 a.m., and the public session will begin at 10:00 a.m.
