Trustee John Foley read a letter which he had written to Chair Slacke and his fellow Board members with regard to the proposed administrative reorganization plan submitted by President La Lima at the September Board meeting.  Trustee Foley requested that a copy of his letter, along with a letter of request to hold a special meeting of the Board prior to the December meeting, be recorded in the minutes of today’s meeting.  A discussion ensued regarding the reorganization’s impact on Guild members at the College. Trustee Sacca reiterated the Board’s position that the oversight of the institution be by exempt administrators within the vision adopted by the Board, and that it will be for others to decide if specific positions would be exempt or Guild.  Trustee LeBow requested that the president report to the Trustees on what positions will be impacted.     

Mr. Foley made a motion to reconsider the resolution which passed unanimously at the September 26th Board meeting, “accepting the proposed organizational chart, presented by President La Lima, and to implement this structure on a schedule determined by the president.”  Motion failed for lack of a second.

Vice Chair Charles Lauer made a motion to increase the College’s contribution to the Foundation by an additional $3,500 for the purpose of offsetting the salary increase of the Executive Director.  Motion carried unanimously.

President’s Report

President La Lima announced that the Eastern Campus celebrated its 20th anniversary at the Bidewell Vineyard in Cutchogue on October 18, 1997, from 8:00 - 11:00 p.m.  Among those in attendance were Trustees Lauer and Tuohy and Suffolk County Legislator Caracciolo.

Mr. La Lima advised the Board that the Ammerman Campus hosted a luncheon for district school superintendents on September 21.

The president reported that he and Vice President for Academic Affairs Jim Canniff met with the three campus governance chairs to begin discussions on simplifying College  governance.  A College-wide Curriculum Committee was proposed.

President La Lima announced that Vice President Eric Ricioppo interviewed Dean of Instruction Randy Manning and Professor Ray McCarthy on the television show Legislator’s Report on the topic of “Science Lab Technology.”  Last month the president appeared with Dr. Roth of the Western Campus’s Ophthalmic Dispensing program. The Board expressed its appreciation to Legislator Carpenter for this generous offer which has given the College such good exposure and positive public relations.

President La Lima announced that Veterans’ Day activities have been planned for all three campuses of the College.  Trustee Richard Zummo will speak at the Ammerman Campus.

The president reported that plans are underway to refurbish the Cottage (the former residence of Dr. & Mrs. Cooper). Offices for the Suffolk Community College Foundation are planned for the upstairs, with a conference room and reception area downstairs. Trustee Lauer commented that he, along with other Board members, want to see only cosmetic changes made to this facility.  The president indicated that is all that was intended and planned.

Mr. La Lima reported that the Eastern Campus will be hosting a Science Forum on October 31 entitled “Careers in Science,” for high school teachers and students, in collaboration with Cornell Cooperative Extension and BOCES.  He indicated that 35 scientists are expected to participate in this event.

President La Lima informed the Trustees that he recently was apprised by Western Campus Provost Wayne Pevey of several former graduates of SCCC who are now performing in major roles in New York City theatres.

The president informed the Trustees that Executive Dean of Financial Affairs Craig Harris will be attending hearings on community college funding at a meeting of the State Assembly Committee on Higher Education in New York City on October 30th.

Mr. La Lima apprised the Board that traffic studies at the Ammerman Campus entrances are being completed, and the issue of further work to improve the entry/exit conditions, as well as the interior traffic flow, will continue.

President La Lima congratulated Trustee John Foley who will be honored later in the evening by the NAACP at the Majestic Gardens in Rocky Point.

Chair Sally Slacke announced that she had recently received two anonymous letters and that she will not acknowledge these or any other correspondence sent to her anonymously.

Trustee Hollander requested a report on class sections from Vice President Schrier.  Other members of the Board asked for a copy.

A discussion ensued on the recent article in the COMPASS on the subject of cuts in the Student Activities budget and a derogatory item aimed at the SCC Foundation and inserted in the advertising section of the paper without review or authorization by the editor-in-chief or faculty advisor.  The president indicated that he will be looking into this matter and will report back to the Board at its next meeting. 

Fred Strahs-Lorenc, Associate Dean for Facilities, gave the Board a status report on the Multi-Purpose Building, including the following dates:  October 30, Dormitory Authority of SUNY Board meeting; November 3, 1997, DASNY Sign-off; November 10 - December 19, bidding process; and January 16, 1998, award to be granted.  (See memo dated October 20, 1997 to President La Lima from Mr. Strahs-Lorenc).  Ground breaking is tentatively scheduled for January 16, 1998.  According to Mr. Strahs-Lorenc, the project is being held up in the Finance Department of the County Executive’s office.

Chair Sally Slacke congratulated Eastern Campus Provost Joanne Braxton on being honored for her professional and community work as an Outstanding Educator by the Hope Missionary Baptist Church in Islip.

Before the conclusion of the meeting, the president and the Board expressed its deepest sympathy to Trustee Vicki Wacksman and her family on the recent death of her mother, Viola McCain.  A flower arrangement has been sent from the Trustees and the president.

A motion was made and seconded to adjourn to executive session at 11:38 a.m. to discuss personnel matters.
