WHEREAS, the TechniCenter has, for the past thirteen years, successfully brought educational services to local employers and fulfills an important element of the College’s mission, and

WHEREAS, the College has recently implemented organizational and policy changes to refocus and enhance the critical role and participation of the College through the TechniCenter in the County’s economic development strategy, and

WHEREAS, the College is developing plans for a start-up small business incubator initially housed within the TechniCenter, and 

WHEREAS, the lease of the present facility (located at 205 Oser Avenue, Hauppauge, N.Y.) expires on August 31, 1998, and 

WHEREAS, a renewal of said lease has been negotiated by the County for an annual rent of $15 per square foot, or $225,000 for the twelve month period beginning on September 1, 1998, with increases of $0.67 per square foot per year, and

WHEREAS, the County Department of Law, Real Estate Division, has determined this to be a fair market rent, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees approves a lease renewal with Blumenfeld Development Group on the following terms, and requests that such lease renewal be presented to the County Legislature for approval:
