Dr. Carl Kirschner, College Dean of Students, presented the Association finance report.  Dr. Kirschner stated that the budget is in good shape - projected revenues were not as high as expected, but expenses were kept to a minimum.  Currently, there is a balance of $339,000 at Ammerman, $58,761 at East and $114, 000 at Grant.  At the Grant Campus, only the Suffolk Kids College has a negative balance, which is being addressed through reduction of hours and staffing issues.  Discussion ensued about day care trends and location of other child care facilities in the same area as the Grant Campus.
