James Canniff, Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs, presented the Association finance report.  Dr. Canniff noted that the Board members would be provided with detailed information regarding athletics, Theatre and Campus Activities regularly.  He indicated that the financials for all were on target, but that the childcare structure may need to be changed for the next budget year, including  raising the fee charged to faculty and staff, initiating a materials fee, and setting a minimum number of hours per week.  Trustee Ochoa asked Dr. Canniff to provide information regarding childcare for our East End students/faculty and staff.  Dr. Canniff noted that the program closed last year for lack of attendees.

Dr. Pippins indicated that the rationale for increasing the fee for faculty members relates directly to the reimbursement rate from SUNY, which is for students only.  The College recognizes that the childcare center is an incentive for our younger faculty members, so the College is trying to balance everyone’s needs.
