A motion to approve Resolution No. 2007.A3 was seconded and approved unanimously.
RESOLUTION NO. 2007.A3  AMENDING THE CONSTITUTION AND BYLAWS OF THE SUFFOLK COMMUNITY COLLEGE ASSOCIATION, INC.
    

WHEREAS, Article IX of the Constitution and Bylaws of the Suffolk Community College Association, Inc. provides that the Bylaws may be amended by the Board of Directors at any meeting, provided a quorum is present, and
WHEREAS, the Vice President for Academic and Student Affairs recommends amending the Bylaws to create a Baker’s Workshop/Student Internship Advisory Committee and to allow the Executive Committee of the Board to act for the Board between meetings of the Board or when a quorum is not present at a regular meeting, subject to those actions being confirmed by the Board at a meeting with a quorum present, and
WHEREAS, the President concurs with those recommendations, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Constitution and Bylaws of the Suffolk Community College Association, Inc. are hereby amended, as indicated in Attachment I.

Joanne Braxton, Vice President for Planning and Institutional Assessment, gave a report on the Child Care Centers.  She noted that the Centers have been in operation for over 20 years and that they are both accredited by the NAEYC – the National Association for the Education of Young Children, of which the College is very proud. The Centers have served over 200 children during the 2006-07 academic year.  Most are children of students, followed by children of faculty and then children of community members.  

Vice President Braxton further said that the Centers operate in conjunction with many of the College’s academic programs, including such programs as early childhood education and nursing.  This integration allows students to move from theoretical applications to practical applications, thus enhancing their learning environment.  

The funding of the Centers has been on a downward slope in recent years.  During the 2001-02 academic year, SUNY contributed $153,000 to the Centers.  In 2006, the contribution has been decreased to $75,000.  This has a major impact on the Centers.  Another factor that has affected the profitability of the Centers has been public schools offering full day kindergarten.  Several steps have been taken in response, such as increasing tuition, implementing supply fees for parents, reducing workload for full time personnel, reducing number of full time staff and reducing hours of operation.  

Each of the Centers balance their budget through additional fees from the Suffolk Community College Association.  Some initiatives by the College include the following:

· advertise in hidden sectors

· provide information on the Centers during the Admissions process; place a check off box on the application

· conduct mail “blasts”

· lobby SUNY for additional funding

· research what other childcare centers do

· continue to explore alternative revenue sources

Trustee Trotta asked why SUNY reduced its funding.  Vice President Braxton stated that this SUNY grant specifies reduced funding year by year.  Dr. Pippins added that the College will continue to appeal to younger faculty for recruitment and retention purposes.
