RESOLUTION NO. 2009.5 APPOINTING AN ADMINISTRATOR IN CHARGE/INTERIM PRESIDENT

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of Suffolk County Community College has selected George Gatta to serve as Interim President during the College’s presidential search process, and

WHEREAS, a brief waiting period may occur between Mr. Gatta’s start date and the date of the anticipated approval by the SUNY Board of Trustees, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees appoints Mr. Gatta as Interim President, effective February 20, 2009, at an annual salary of $200,000 and subject to the terms and conditions of a contract satisfactory to both parties, until such time as a permanent President is appointed by the College Board of Trustees, approved by the SUNY Board of Trustees and commences employment at the College, and be it further

RESOLVED, in the event that the SUNY Board of Trustees has not yet affirmed his appointment by February 20, 2009, Mr. Gatta shall serve as Administrator-in-Charge from that date at the same salary until the SUNY Board of Trustees affirms his appointment as Interim President of Suffolk County Community College, and be it further

RESOLVED, that Mr. Gatta shall not apply for or be a candidate for the permanent position of College President.
