At 11:55 a.m. the public session was resumed.  Chairman Mattace reported that he would read a statement on behalf of the Board.  It read as follows:

“After an extensive follow-up meeting with Dr. Shaun McKay, and upon further discussion among the members of the Board, the Trustees of Suffolk County Community College have decided to enter into negotiations with Dr. McKay for the position of President of Suffolk County Community College.
The Board believes that at this point in the College’s history, Dr. McKay is eminently qualified to lead this outstanding institution of higher education.  During his five-year tenure with the College, Dr. McKay successfully led our fastest growing campus as Executive Dean; advocated on behalf of the operating and capital budgets for the College; worked closely with the faculty to advance numerous projects; and led initiatives to address student success, faculty development, program growth and renewal, workforce development and enrollment management.  Finally, he established and built upon productive partnerships and alliances to advance the College’s mission in our region.  

The Board is confident that Dr. McKay’s career experience in community college administration, operations, strategic planning and fundraising would bring long-term success to Suffolk County Community College.
If negotiations with Dr. McKay are successful, a resolution appointing him as President will be laid on the table for a vote at the February 11, 2010 College Board of Trustee meeting.  Upon its passage, Dr. McKay would be interviewed by SUNY Chancellor, Dr. Nancy Zimpher and voted upon by the SUNY Board of Trustees.  His term would start at some point after that vote.”
