Trustee John Foley remarked that he was unaware of the vacancy for the position of Executive Director of the Foundation until he saw an ad in the New York Times.   He also indicated that he is concerned that this position reports directly to the vice president for marketing and public affairs, instead of the College president.  Both Vice Chair Charles Lauer and Trustee Walter Hazlitt responded that the Board members were made aware of this opening before former executive director, Ray Teed, left the position.  In addition, Trustee Lauer noted that designating the vice president to oversee this position was one of the recommendations made by the Board’s reorganization committee, and not as a result of the president’s decision.  Trustee Sacca supported Mr. Lauer’s statement.

* * * * * * * * * *
President’s Report

President La Lima reported that the College hosted the recent inauguration of County Executive Gaffney in the Shea Theater at the Ammerman Campus and complimented Executive Dean John Pryputniewicz and his staff  for doing a wonderful job. The President indicated that he has received many compliments on how well the event was handled. President La Lima also advised the Board that the opening session and organizational meeting of the Suffolk County Legislature took place in the Van Nostrand Theater at the Western Campus.  Arrangements there also were very well handled and he extended thanks to Dean Braxton and the staff at the West.

The President reported that he recently attended a meeting of all Long Island college presidents at Adelphi University.  Also in attendance were New York State Commissioner of Education Richard Mills and the Board of Regents. The designated spokesperson for the presidents was Sister Elizabeth Hill, president of St. Joseph’s College. The forum discussed proposed major changes for teacher training programs at four-year colleges which likely would have a significant impact on tuition costs.

President La Lima apprised the Trustees that on January 12th the College hosted DECA, (Distributive Education Clubs of America), a national organization of high school students, for its annual competition.  About one thousand students were bussed onto the campus from county high schools.  President La Lima noted that providing College facilities to this group not only serves the community, but it also promotes good public relations with the schools and gives exposure to the College for these students.

* * * * * * * * * *

With regard to the report on the capital programs which the Board members received, Vice Chair Lauer asked why the Eastern Campus library wasn’t the highest priority since it has been on the proposed list for several years.  President La Lima stated that the library will be given #1 priority.  College Financial Officer Charles Stein indicated that the report sent to the trustees should have been noted as a “working document,” not a final report.  The final capital budget is not yet ready for submission.

Trustee Michael Hollander remarked that priority numbers should be noted on the document when presented to the Board.  Mr. Hollander inquired about the asbestos problem in the Babylon Student Center at the Ammerman Campus, indicating that this 











(Cont’d)

problem was cited four years ago and, so far, nothing has been done.  President La Lima responded that the funding comes from bonding by the State.  Mr. Stein also noted that this project was to have been done over the summer of 1999; however, the State did not carry out a bond sale.  It is anticipated (based on information we received from State officials) that bonding will come through this March and the problem will be addressed this summer.

Trustee Hollander also inquired as to the progress in  receiving the $800,000 funding for the renovation of the Van Nostrand Theater in the Sagtikos Building at the Western Campus.  Fred Strahs-Lorenc, Admin. Director of Educational Facilities, replied that planning will be done with funds from the March 2000 bond sale.   President La Lima indicated that the balance for this project should come through in the fall bond sale.  Mr. Hollander suggested that letters be prepared from the President’s Office from each Board member to the State expressing dissatisfaction with the funding situation.  Mr. Hollander indicated that the point he was making was that when a project is critical and has not been funded, the administration should advise the Board so that alternative strategies can be considered, such as the use of fund balance.

With regard to funding capital projects, Trustee Foley indicated that there are many areas which need attention, including the lighting around the Brookhaven Gymnasium.  Mr. Foley asked why doesn’t the State permit the College to complete one whole building at a given time, and further suggested that this is something the administration should be pursuing with the State.

Trustee Foley also inquired as to the status of the outdoor track at the Ammerman Campus.  Mr. Stein responded that the track has been included in the capital program.  In addition, Mr. Strahs-Lorenc indicated that the track has been approved by both the County and the State for completion in 2003.  Mr. Foley suggested that fund balance be appropriated for this purpose.

Vice Chair Lauer inquired about the addition of the 9th lane at the running track at the Western Campus.  Trustee Hollander responded that a review of this idea is underway.

Trustee Richard Zummo inquired as to what has been done about the Amityville group who was working on charter schools.  President La Lima indicated that he has heard nothing from them and perhaps they may have gone directly to the State; however, he 

(Cont’d)

will continue talking with the school superintendents and will follow up on this and report back to the Board at a future meeting.

Secretary Michael Sacca distributed schedules for interviewing the three finalists.  Mr. Sacca also distributed a copy of a flyer, which will be sent to the three campuses, inviting all students, faculty and staff to meet the candidates.  It was agreed that the interviews should begin at the Eastern Campus from 9:00 – 11:00 a.m., then at the Ammerman Campus from 11:30 a.m. – 1:30 p.m.; at the Western Campus from 2:00 – 4:00 p.m.; returning to the Ammerman Campus for the full Board interview from 4:30 – 5:30 p.m., concluding with dinner at the Country House Restaurant in Stony Brook at 7:30 p.m.  The dates for interviewing the individual candidates are:  Interim President La Lima: Wednesday,February 2nd; Leila Gonzalez Sullivan: Thursday, February 3rd; and Jon H. Larson: Friday, February 4th.

Secretary Michael Sacca inquired as to whether President La Lima has heard anything regarding additional funding for the hiring of more full-time faculty.  The President responded that meetings have been held with County officials and that he will be following up with the County Executive’s staff and County legislators.

Trustee Foley requested that a detailed breakdown of costs for the TechniCenter be prepared for the next meeting of the Board in February.  Mr. Foley also inquired as to the status of the Hay Group’s report.  President La Lima responded that we should be receiving something by the end of the month.

Trustee Foley requested that two resolutions be prepared for the February Board meeting: (1)  suggesting the name of Michael J. Grant for the Multi-Purpose Building at the Western Campus. Mr. Grant was the presiding officer of the Suffolk County Legislature when the Western Campus first opened; (2) a resolution on the construction of a running track at the Ammerman Campus. Vice Chair Lauer indicated that it is his feeling that a committee should be appointed in order to put together a definite policy on the naming of buildings.  Mr. Lauer also noted that, although the Ammerman Campus buildings are all named for towns in Suffolk County, there are still three townships not represented at the College (i.e., Shelter Island, Southold and Easthampton).  Trustee Sacca indicated that if there is an opportunity to obtain some revenues by using the name of an influential individual, perhaps the College should pursue this.

Trustee Foley requested an update on pending grievances every month.  Administrative Director of Human Resources Fritiz Rohl responded that this month there has been no change.  Trustee Hollander indicated that grievances should be kept with the president’s office and not be a subject for the Board.  Both Trustee Dennis McCarthy 

and Trustee Vicki Wacksman agreed that Board members should be receiving information on grievances every couple of months.
