Chair William D. Moore thanked our honored guests for joining us and announced and introduced the newly elected student trustee Avette Ware, for the upcoming year commencing June 1, 2005.

The minutes of March 10, 2005 and March 18, 2005 were approved.

Dr. Pippins submitted her budget presentation to the Board, which included a review of the pyramid document that is the vision for the College and referred to the independent research data that indicates an investment in Suffolk County Community College is indeed a strategic investment in the future of the County.  Dr. Pippins advised the Board that the College’s goal for this year is to minimize a tuition increase while continuing the pursuit of excellence.  

Dr. Pippins concluded her presentation and introduced Charles Stein, Vice President for Business and Financial Affairs, who in turn shared the budget statistics and three budget options.

Discussion ensued with the Board members in reference to the three budget options and it was determined that Vice President Stein revamp the transmittal letter and budget message to note the Board’s reluctance to use College reserves for several reasons, including the potential negative impact on the College’s Middle States accreditation review.

WHEREAS, the requested budgets include necessary amounts for meeting the operational needs of the College, and include sufficient amounts for collective bargaining agreements, and

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees believes that it is desirable to seek a 4% increase in County contribution to provide for the additional support and staffing that such a level would provide, including 8 additional faculty, and a reduction in tuition by $50 per year for full-time students and $2 per credit for part-time students, and

WHEREAS, additional adjustments to tuition and fees have been included based on each option, be it therefore

RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby approves an Operating Budget Request for fiscal year 2005-2006 at a 0% increase in County support, in the amount of $144,038,898 for operations and $2,683,551 for grants complying with the County Executive’s directive, and be it further

RESOLVED, that the Board recommends an alternative budget for fiscal year 2005-2006, in the amount of $145,438,530 for operations and $2,683,551 for grants which includes a 4% increase in County support, and be it further

RESOLVED, that without the increased State base aid per full-time equivalent (FTE) student, tuition charges will increase $250 per year for full-time students at the 0% increase in County support levels; and $10 per credit for part-time students at the 0% increase in County support levels, and be it further
