Chair William D. Moore reviewed the formalization of the presidential evaluation process with the Board, advising that there will be a resolution setting this process as a policy at the next Board meeting on April 14, 2005.

Chair William D. Moore requested that the Board adjourn to executive session to discuss the possibility of employment of a person or corporation. (9:40 a.m.)

Charles Stein, Vice President for Business & Financial Affairs, submitted his finance report to the Board, which shows College revenues about even with the budget and College expenditures about $1 million dollars below budget.

In addition, Vice President Stein advised the Board that the College is in the midst of preparing for next year’s budget.  He advised that there will be a meeting on March 18th to discuss the preparation of the budget, and that at the April 14th Board meeting the Board will be voting on the requested budget to be sent to the County Executive.

Trustee David Ocoha informed the Board that he attended the dedication of the Holocaust exhibit by the Suffolk Center on the Holocaust & Diversity and that he was very impressed with this dedication, calling it a beacon of light for the College.

Dr. Shirley Robinson Pippins introduced George Gatta, Vice President for Workforce & Economic Development, who in turn reviewed with the Board the College’s technology update.  Vice President Gatta informed the Board that the College received six responses to a Request for Proposals for an updated software system.  An evaluation committee has reviewed these proposals and has visited other colleges.  The committee is almost ready to make a recommendation to the Board.

Hedi Ben Aicha, Associate Dean of Library, submitted a presentation to the Board on the virtual library which will be available at the Sayville Center to support the students and faculty at the new center and to provide resources that can support classroom instruction.
