Charles Stein, Vice President for Business & Financial Affairs submitted his budget presentation to the Board referring to the handout “Considerations for the 2005-2006 Operating Budget Suffolk County Community College.”  Vice President Stein discussed the County Executive budget request memorandum, noting that a request was made by the President to submit the budget on April 15th instead of April 8th.   Other items discussed were the College’s 10-year FTE history, community college tuition analysis for 2004-2005, five-year tuition analysis, budget highlights, additional staffing requests, the projected cost of technology/ERP system, analysis of budget requests, comparisons of 2005-2006 requested budget to 2004-2005 adopted budget, the budget at 0% County increase, the budget at 4% County increase, and proposed fee changes.  Vice President Stein also noted that all amounts presented today were estimates and were subject to modification in the final requested budget. 

The budget proposed a $250 per academic year tuition increase and a $10 per credit increase for part-time students.

In addition, Vice President Stein advised the Board that if the State increases the FTE aid up to $2,350 per FTE, that the increase in tuition would be reduced to $150 for full time, and $7 per credit for part-time students.
